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The collection of the Museum in Grudziadz is the result of more than 140 years of work by many enthusiasts, com-
pletionists, and professionals, and it has been accumulated in various places and marked by many events of European
history. The project entitled “The wartime losses of the Museum in Grudzigdz” has enabled the compilation and organi-
sation of a considerable amount of information concerning this outstanding collection from its beginnings to the 1950s.

Although the project was intended to focus on the issue of artefacts lost during the Second World War, it has also
uncovered a great deal of valuable information that made it possible to analyse once again the history of the collec-
tion, which has been gathered since the 1850s. Initially, it was composed mainly of archaeological and numismatic
artefacts, however, this allowed the first exhibition to be organised in the Municipal Museum in Grudziadz, estab-
lished on 15 June 1884 and managed by the Antiquities Society.

The development of this publication required a number of archival, museum, and library queries to be carried out
by the Museum staff, followed by meticulous analyses of the obtained results, and in consequence, the elaboration of
the scientific articles that constitute the contents of this publication. The main foundation for exploring the subject
of war losses is the collection of the Rev. Dr Wtadystaw Lega Museum in Grudziadz and the State Archives in Torun.
Nevertheless, queries were also carried out, with positive results, in the State Archives in Bydgoszcz, the State Archives
in Gdansk, the National Museum in Gdansk, the Central Archives of Modern Records in Warsaw, the Provincial and
Municipal Public Library named after Cyprian Norwid in Zielona Géra, the Bundesarchiv in Berlin, the Geheimes
Staatsarchiv Preussischer Kulturbesitz in Berlin, and the National Archives and Records Administration in the United
States. I would like to thank the management and employees of all the institutions mentioned above for their help
and support. The materials collected have made it possible to establish a list of wartime losses that — today considered
lost — in future may be revindicated, what we all undoubtedly wish for.

The post-war fortunes of many of the Grudzigdz Museum’s artefacts are still a mystery due to the scarcity of archival
sources that would allow determining the location of the exhibits that were taken away. A precise analysis is also
hampered by the fact that the first pre-war inventories (for the years 1884-1920) are missing. Nevertheless, the list of
missing artefacts includes 295 items, the largest part of which are archaeological and numismatic artefacts.

The project “The wartime losses of the Museum in Grudziagdz” received financial support from the Ministry of
Culture and National Heritage within the program “Research on Polish wartime losses” and from the municipality -
the city of Grudziadz. As a result, this publication has been developed, edited by Dawid Schoenwald, whom I would
like to thank for analysing the problem and coordinating the work of the Grudzigdz Museum employees involved in
the project. The project was also accompanied by a scholarly conference and a temporary exhibition that presented
source materials shedding light on the fate of lost museum artefacts.

The origins of the Museum in Grudziadz are linked to history enthusiasts who, as early as in the 1850s, began
searching for prehistoric and historical memorabilia, especially through archaeological research. These amateurs,
fascinated by the discoveries of, among others, Heinrich Schliemann, had a thorough knowledge of history, archaeol-
ogy, and classical languages — Latin and Greek. Among them, the front-runners were the apothecary Julius Scharlok,
the city archivist Xavier Froelich and the banker Jakob Bohm, whose private collections and fascination inspired the
founding of the Grudziagdz Antiquities Society (Graudenzer Altertums-Gesellschaft) in 1883.

24 November 1883 is one of the most important dates in the history of Grudziadz as far as the popularisation
of culture is concerned. On that day (in the room of the hotel “Pod Ztotym Lwem” (“Goldenen Lowen”), which was
destroyed in 1945, situated in today’s Aleja 23 Stycznia, and then Gdrnotorunska Street), the founding meeting
of the Antiquities Society was held. The meeting became the starting point for the planned opening of the museum.
The appeal to residents and supporters of culture, history, and art interested in the project was signed on November
19, 1883 by Dr Siegfried Anger, the principal of the Royal Grammar School in Grudziadz. Five days later, a total
of 44 people attended the founding meeting of the society, headed by Mayor Pohlmann and Second Mayor Engel®.
At the first meeting, the board of the Antiquities Society was elected, consisting of Dr S. Anger as the chairman,
Scharlok as the deputy, Froelich as the secretary, Schubert as the treasurer, and Florkowski as the conservator.
The society’s main aim was to compile collections and establish a museum, which was finally opened in the building
of the girls’ secondary school at today’s 9/11 Klasztorna Street on 15 June 1884 (now the Primary Healthcare Services
clinic “Jedynka” [Polish: POZ]’. We are informed of this momentous event by a newspaper article published in the
Grudziadz daily newspaper “Der Gesellige™:

[...] The museum is housed in a single room on the ground floor of the former grammar school
building. Three large display cabinets and various shelves on the walls offer visitors a surprisingly
large number of historical finds, most of which belong to the prehistoric times of our homeland
in a narrower sense, in addition to various remarkable products of medieval handicrafts and several

objects of historical and natural value [...].

[...] The foundation was laid by Mr Scharlok, Mr Bohm, Director Borrmann, and painter Florkowski
with their private collections, in a manner that deserves the utmost gratitude. They are significant
for acquiring knowledge of the Stone Age and early Iron Age in our region. The finds supplied
by Mr Bohm from the burnt offering graveyard near Rzadz show an interesting legacy of a tribe
that lived in this area at the beginning of our era, whose traces are only still visible on the island
of Bornholm and in two other places in our province. The importance of Mr Borrmann’s collec-
tion lies in the fact that it complements and extends the finds from Rzadz. Mr Florkowski, on the
other hand, is credited with preserving everything that has aesthetic and historical value and used

to appear in the local market for many years. In total, the catalogue shows 740 items [...]*.

Each year saw the addition of many valuable objects to the museum’s collection, especially in the fields of archaeology
and numismatics, as evidenced by the following numbers of artefacts (inventory numbers) in respective years:

in 1885 - 1000, in 1886 — 1065, in 1887 — 1161, in 1888 - 2531, in 1889 — 2717, in 1890 - 3116, in 1891 - 3208,
in 1892 — 3257, in 1893 — 3265, in 1894 — 3280, in 1897 — 3443, in 1898 - 3510, in 1899 - 3769, in 1900 - 3796,
in 1904 - 3950, in 1905 - 3985, in 1906 — 4007, in 1920 - 5369°.

The library holdings of the Antiquities Society grew during that time from 75 volumes in 1890 to 350 in 1908.
A separate numismatic inventory of coins, medals and paper money was established in 1901. A total of three volumes
of the numismatic collection were catalogued by 1920°.

The museum was open every first Sunday of the month and occasionally on special days (e.g. cultural events, conven-
tions). From the opening day to 22 October 1892, 603 people visited the Grudzigdz Museum’.

In October 1889, the museum exhibition was moved to a new room in the same building, located on the ground
floor to the left of the main entrance. However, the new room, which was brighter and drier than the previous one,
was regarded as insufficient to adequately display the objects. A second room, used for conservation work, was also
arranged®.

Not all the artefacts acquired were included in the museum’s inventory. The Society, whose financial resources con-
sisted of membership fees, a small municipal subsidy (100 marks) and support received from the provincial gov-
ernment (300 marks), was obliged to transfer some of the artefacts to the Museum of Ethnology in Berlin, as well

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as to other museum institutions in Danzig, Konigsberg, Halle, and Magdeburg. In 1890, for example,118 objects were
transferred to Berlin, and 16 objects to the museum in Halle’.

The new exhibition was on display until June 1893. On 11 June of that year, the town hall on the Market Square burned
down and the municipal authorities decided to temporarily adapt rooms in the building located on Klasztorna Street.
The Antiquities Society was forced to close the exhibition and move the packed museum collections to the Royal
Grammar School located on the current Sienkiewicza Street, where they were placed in the school’s museum room
in the attic'.

The Antiquities Society continued its research and popularisation activities through archaeological discoveries
and organising lectures on historical topics.

In 1897, the municipal authorities bought the building of the former Jesuit college, located on today’s Ratuszowa
Street, and after adapting the rooms for official purposes, they agreed to place the museum exhibition in the new
town hall. In the summer of 1898, the collections were placed in the refectory and in the upstairs room of the new
town hall. This smaller room was used by conservators for their work and was also intended to accommodate any
surplus collections. The main collection was located in the refectory"'.

The new exhibition was prepared by two captains, Mathes and Schmidt, who unjumbled the collection after it had
been moved four times. The museum was officially opened on 23 April 1899 in the presence of representatives
of the authorities: the lieutenant-general von Amann, the secret government councillor Conrad, the first mayor
Kithnst, the Town Council president Mehrlein, members of the magistrate, many councillors, members and friends
of the Antiquities Society'”. The newspaper article describing the opening of the museum also provides background
information on the exhibition itself:

[...] The visitors then made their way to the refectory, which, with its richly decorated vaulted
ceiling and walls, seemed to be made to house a museum. The finds are displayed in 12 large cases
in scientific order: from the Stone Age, Bronze Age, pre-Roman and Roman periods, the Iron Age,
the Slavic period, the Middle Ages and the modern period. The centre of the room is occupied
by two cabinets containing finds from Rzadz. In addition, the museum has two more rooms
in the north wing of the town hall building at its disposal; they comprise a study room for the
art restorers and, among others, a library, a large number of documents, grant deeds, valuable
engravings, and also a model of the new Evangelical church in Grudziagdz made of tragacanth sugar
by the confectioner Giissow. [...]13.

More information about the arrangement of the objects in the various cabinets is provided in the information leaflet
for visitors to the Museum in Grudziadz . The exhibition, arranged chronologically, consisted of two parts:

objects from the prehistoric period, from the beginnings of the younger Stone Age, from around 1000 BC
to the arrival of the Teutonic Order in 1228 AD. (cabinets 1 to 9);
objects from the historic period from 1228 AD to the contemporary day (cabinets 10 to 15).

The individual cabinets contained artefacts categorised by historical period, primarily in the field of archaeology:

cabinets 1-2: early Stone Age from 1000 to 500 BC. (artefacts made of stone and bone: axes (axe blades),
scrapers, stone hammers drilled with a full drill bit or a hollow drill bit using sharp sand (tubular bone), parts
of handles, spearheads, arrowheads, flint saws);

cabinets 3-4: Bronze Age from 500-200 BC. (tools, sickles, knives, bronze moustache-shaped axes, spear-
heads, bronze axes with sleeve. Jewellery: necklaces (spiral), bracelets, pins, earrings with glass beads, pen-
dants, pectorals, glass or amber beads. Numerous urns (often decorated), dishes for grave offerings, porrin-
gers, bowls. In cabinet 4: among others, a copper axe from Weisshof /Bialy Dwor/ near Grudziadz);
cabinets 5-8: Roman period ca.100-400 (cabinets 6 and 7: a sealed find from a large cemetery in Rzadz near
Grudziadz. It contained finds from both the La Téne period and the immediately following Roman period.
Cabinet 8: finds from Chetmno;

cabinet 9: Slavic or Arab-Nordic period, 900-1228, temple rings, glass and agate beads, bronze or silver rings,
iron knives in leather scabbards, axes, whetstones. Kufic coins (often cut coins), silver filigree products,
rough-cut amber. Vessels decorated with wave ornament or nail impressions. Skulls;

cabinets 10-11: decorative ironwork, chests, cups, swords, spears, bits, stirrups, spurs, lighters (steel
and stone), wick-cutting scissors, keys, horseshoes, etc.;

cabinet 12: new acquisitions and finds before they were added to the collection (finds from Bagkdéw, Swiecie
County, and Moab in Syria, from the legacy of Prof. Schlottmann in Halle a.S.);

cabinets 13-15: various objects from all periods;

showcases — diplomas, mastership diplomas, documents, photographs.

On the walls - wood carvings, paintings, a spindle spinning machine, a spinning wheel, spontoons, stone
balls, millstones, an old hook plough, a post from Lake Sitno near Wabrzezno, a bucket from the castle well,
a guild shop.

Ethnological collection — donated by Boluminski from Kaiser Wilhelm Land in New Guinea included: spears,
javelins, arrows, bows, maces, long painted oars, several model ships with outriggers, dance masks, deco-
rated dance axes, stone hammers, pipes, an ostrich egg, a kazoo egg, two large painted and carved spoons,
chest jewellery, arm and neck jewellery, neck rests, decorated wooden bowls, trays, exquisite tortoiseshell
carvings, bags, various types of aprons, wood carvings, various stuffed birds, tortoiseshells".

The numismatic collection was not on display and was deposited in the main municipal funds office. The library

collection, on the other hand, was temporarily housed at the Oberrealschule (the German Grammar School)

in Grudzigdz on the current Sienkiewicza Street.

After the museum had been open for a year, it became apparent that the choice of the refectory for museum purposes

had not been the right one. At a meeting of the Antiquities Society on 2 November 1900, the members presented

many problems with the operation of the institution, including objects being arranged too tightly, the room being

used as a passageway for a messenger, a lack of help from the municipal authorities, and even a fear of damage
to the museum objects. In these circumstances, the question arose whether to transfer the valuable collections
to the Provincial Museum in Gdansk. The city archivist, Hugo Manstein, issued a request for the transfer of valuable
documents (letters of birth, maps, manuscripts, etc.) to the archive, with the Society retaining rights to its property.
The request was unanimously approved'c.

On 7 December 1901, Gustav Rothe, the bookseller and publisher of the newspaper “Der Gesellige”, died in Berlin.
He bequeathed to the city a donation of 60,000 marks, of which:

« 15,000 marks were allocated to the establishment of the Municipal Library, which was intended to make
the general, scientific, and fiction literature available to a wider range of citizens;

e 20,000 marks were invested at an interest rate. The interests on these 20,000 marks were used for the perma-
nent expansion of the library collections or for occasional subsidy to the museum".

« 25,000 marks were allocated for the construction of a building to house the town’s collections, a museum,
and a library;

Gustav von Gossler, the Oberprasident of West Prussia at that time, took a keen interest in implementing the
foundation’s objectives. He succeeded in obtaining for the town a grant from the government of 55,000 marks to
cover construction costs, so a total of 80,000 marks were available. The city council also approved the allotment
of a building site, and when it became clear that the capital of 80,000 marks was not enough, an additional 20,000
marks were added. In total, including accrued interest, 153,876.36 marks were available, including 116,376.36 marks
for the construction.

During the construction, two more donations were added, one from Mehrlein, the Honorary Citizen of Grudziadz,
and the other from the secret government councillor Professor Nernst in the amount of 2,500 marks for the library.

The original intention was to construct a building in the style of medieval brick buildings. The construction costs
for this and various earlier projects were expected to be at least 115,000 marks without interior furnishings. However,
as it was not possible to obtain a subsidy of more than 55,000 marks from the government, and there was no increase
in the funds approved by the city council, and also the construction works could not be postponed to upcoming
years, a solution had to be found in which the construction of a new building was possible with considerably less
money. After detailed discussions and design work, the municipal building department succeeded in drawing
up a design project with a construction cost of around 100,000 marks. This project was approved on 15 November
1910 by the Minister of Religion and Education with a few minor suggestions for modifications'.

An empty square at Lipowa Street was chosen as the construction site (currently ul. Legionéw 28). Construction
works under the direction of the municipal architect Hoffmann and the builder Korn lasted a year and a half.
The building itself at the time of the opening consisted of the following rooms:

o plinth level: porter’s flat (2 rooms, a chamber, a kitchen, a pantry, a toilet and a cellar), 2 rooms for the munic-
ipal archive, 2 rooms for the maintenance man, a boiler room, a coal room);

« ground floor: 1 ethnological room, 1 archaeological room, 1 cultural-historical room, 1 room for the direc-
tor, toilets;

o first floor: a reading room, book store, a lecture or exhibition room, a room with skylights for paintings;

« mansard attic: three rooms, projecting into the attic parts of the library and the room with skylights,
the entrance to the attic;

o loft - space for storage of boxes"’.

However, before the museum was opened, another institution related to the history of the Grudziadz fortress
had been established in the town. In 1908, a museum named after William de Courbiére (1733-1811) - the for-
tress commandant, was opened in his house. The creators of the exhibition were officers, namely the commanders
of the 175th Infantry Regiment: Colonel von Basedow and Captain Schaer. Valuable exhibits for the exhibition were
obtained from the Field Marshal’s family, from several Mennonite families living in the lowlands between Swiecie
and Nowe on the Vistula River, and also thanks to the support of the administration of the Royal Arsenal in Berlin®.
After the outbreak of the First World War, the “Courbiére Museum” was closed to the public, and two years later it
was decided to completely convert the museum premises into an officers’ casino. All objects from the exhibition were
moved to the Municipal Museum, where they were presented to the public in the new room on the opening day,
which took place on 16 April 19162'.

During the 30 years of the Municipal Museum in Grudzigdz, many of the most distinguished founding members
died. In 1894, Constantin Florkowski, who served as conservator, passed away; Xaver Froelich - a chancellor and
Honorary Citizen of Grudzigdz, who served as secretary in the Society died four years later. In 1899 one of the
most distinguished activists of the Antiquities Society — an Honorary Citizen of Grudziadz, and honorary curator
and conservator of the museum - Julius Scharlok passed away at the age of 91. Professor Ignatz Praetorius died
in 1908. He had been appointed a few months before his death as “guardian of the numismatic collection”, of which
he was the actual founder and custodian®. Dr Siegfried Anger, the most distinguished activist — the co-founder of
the society and the museum institution, continuously serving as chairman from 1883 to 1911, died on 19 November
1911 and did not live to see the opening of the new museum building either. He was replaced by the school inspector
Dr. Karl Kaphan, who served in this role until his death on 30 April 1915%. His replacement was the banker Jakob Bohm.

- Furthermore, the last Board before the outbreak of the First World War consisted of:
- Conservator - city builder Dr. Richard Korn;

— Treasurer — bookseller Paul Schubert;

- Librarian - Prof. Hugo Manstein;

— Juror - Prof. Dr Hans Hennig;

- Keeper of the numismatic collection - Prof. Friedrich Bredau*.

The opening of the museum in the new building was the most important cultural event in the Antiquities Society’s
activities to date. The opening ceremony on 24 May 1912 was attended by many distinguished guests, including
Regency Councillor Adolf Heinrichs from Gdansk, Government Councillor von Steinau-Steinriick from Kwidzyn,

Citizen of Grudzigdz Hermann Mehrlein, and the Director of the Provincial Museum in Gdansk Prof. Paul Kumm.
After speeches by the city builder Dr. Korn, the Grudziadz mayor Otton Kiihnst, and the chairman of the Antiquities
Society Dr. Kaphan, the assembled guests were given a tour of the new museum exhibition®. This was not the only
exhibition opened on that day. Upstairs in the room with the skylight, the First Grudziagdz Art Exhibition (“Die erste
Graudenzer Kunstaustellung”) was organised, presenting works by local painters: Joseph Tibor, Franz Herrmann,
Oswald Gette, Emil Stanke, Wilhelm Burza, and Eliza Hecht?.

With the outbreak of World War I in 1914, the museum was closed on the governor’s order and the rooms were emp-
tied of artefacts. It was not until autumn 1915 that the museum management received the permission to re-establish
the exhibition, which was opened on 16 April 1916%. The adaptation work for the new exhibition was led by Prof.
Herman Giinther and A. Stalnick. A week earlier (9 April), an art exhibition called “Ausstellung von Werken feld-
grauer Kiinstler”, organised by the Vereinigung Graudenzer Kunstfreunde, opened on the first floor of the museum?.
Another art exhibition began on 8 July 1917. The exhibition entitled “Exhibition of paintings by a Grudziadz artist”
(“Austellung von Gemalden Graudenzer Kiinstler”), presented the works of Emil Stanke (architecture, landscape,
portraits)®. The opening of the exhibition on 2 December 1917, entitled “Die 2. Austellung von Werken feldrauer
Kiinstler”, with the presence of Fortress Commandant Otto von Homeyer, had a definitely military character. In four
rooms on the first floor, 76 paintings (most of them oil paintings) and 5 sculptures were presented, by seven artists,
including Fritz Wilhagen, Erich Miiller, Bruno Béhm, Wilhelm Burza, and Ernst Schéfer®. The paintings of Robert
Budzinski, a secondary school teacher from Chojnice, were the last works that visitors could see in the Grudziagdz
museum during the Prussian period. The opening of the exhibition took place in May 1918 and was prepared by two
societies acting on behalf of the museum - Altertums-Gesellschaft and Museumgesellschaft’’. No information could
be found about the latter organisation during the query.

The lack of archival sources from the period between 1918 and 1920 makes it difficult to reconstruct the activities
of the Municipal Museum from the last years of German rule in the city, as well as from the beginnings of Polish
statehood.

On 23 January 1920, Grudziadz returned to the borders of the Polish state and the administrative authorities took
over all state property. Formally, the museum and library were run until 1921 by the German Antiquities Society, led
by Prof. Glinther®>. In March or April 1920, a mobile exhibition of artistic reproductions (about 3,000) illustrating
the historical development of Polish painting was opened in the building. It had previously been presented in Torun,
and in Grudziadz its realisation was entrusted to the cultural and educational department of the General Command
of the Pomeranian District. Major Dabrowa became its curator®. In the course of the query, no more information
about it could be found.

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On the session of the Town Council on 13 January 1921, it was decided that the custody over the collection would be
taken by the Society of People’s Reading Rooms (hereinafter: TCL, from Polish: Towarzystwo Czytelni Ludowych:),
which also established its library on the location®. Negotiations with the magistrate began in July 1920, in consulta-
tion with a local committee chaired by Rev. Dean Dembek. The building and its equipment were eventually leased
to the TCL for a period of ten years, with the contract subsequently extended (until the outbreak of war in 1939)*.

When the museum section took care of the collections, the museum catalogue included almost 5,000 objects
and 4,000 coins™.

Before the permanent exhibitions in the museum were presented to the public, “the Exhibition of the Fine Arts
of Pomeranian Artists” was opened in the building on the first floor, organised by the Pomeranian Council
in Grudziadz on the occasion of the arrival of the Chief of State Jozef Pitsudski in Grudzigdz on 7 June 19217, It
was solemnly opened by Marshal Pilsudski, who admired with delight the works of artists, which numbered 165 in
total. Paintings were exhibited by 23 artists, including Wactaw Szczeblewski, Emilia Parczewska, Marian Mokwa,
Teodora Gulkowska, Franciszek Konitzer, Bruno and Feliks Gestwicki, Kazimierz, Leon and Wtadystaw Drapiewski,
and Stanistaw Chlebowski*. The exhibition was open until 1 September 1921.

On 24 June 1921, at a meeting of the Town Council, a resolution (contract) was finally passed by the town and
TCL for the lease of the building®. The ceremony of opening the library and reading room took place on 3 July
in the presence of the most prominent citizens of the city, including Father Dembek, lawyer Szychowski,
and Ludwiczak - the Member of Parliament. To commemorate this event, a photograph was taken of the entire group
of invited guests in the garden in front of the museum building®.

Initially, the institution was open on Wednesdays and Saturdays from 12:00 to 14:00, and on Sundays and holidays
from 11:00 to 14:00. An army chaplain, Rev. Wladyslaw Lega, was elected the honorary curator of the museum
and remained in this position until the outbreak of war in 1939. In 1922 he was commissioned to compile
the museum inventory, however the process was probably prolonged until 1925 when a copy was sent to President
Wilodek and the contents were re-written in accordance with a decree by Rev. Antoni Ludwiczak from Poznan,
the President of the TCL *. In May 1922, Rev. Lega, wishing to familiarise the public with the contents
of the museum exhibition, published an article in “Glos Pomorski”, from which we learn basic information about
the division of the artefacts into various categories*~.

The collection included prehistoric artefacts (e.g. axes, spearheads, hammers, scrapers, knives, awls, urns, jewel-
lery - cabinets 1, 2, 4, 5), historical objects (wardrobes, chests, chairs, porcelain, items of everyday use, Courbiere’s

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memorial room; in the basement: lances, swords, sledges), ethnological collections (tools and weapons from New
Guinea placed in the basement, folklore collections in the attic — looms, spindles, a spinning wheel) and the natural
history department (geological specimens, butterfly collection, skull collection in the attic). The list included also
the collection of coins, most of which were kept in the bank. Quern-stones, prehistoric tombs, and grave slabs were
laid out in the courtyard, and statues of German national heroes, which were planned to be returned to Germany,
were placed in the attic®. As there were practically no changes in comparison to the Prussian period exposition,
the Museum Section of the TCL, consisting of Rev. Lega, Solman, and Dr. Bischoff, asked the Grudzigdz community
for donations of museum objects: coins, folk costumes, artistic products, prehistoric objects, photographs, natural
and geological specimens, etc.

In the same year, the Pomeranian School of Fine Arts was set up on the first floor of the building under the direc-
tion of Professor Waclaw Szczeblewski. The first temporary exhibition, of coins and war vouchers, was organised
in November 1922. About 300 exhibits were presented there*’. Over the next few weeks, the numismatic collection
was enlarged by donations made by the municipal authorities of many towns in Pomerania district and beyond.

A considerable challenge for the museum section was the organisation of a school exhibition (May-June 1923),
where students from the State School of Machine Construction and the Pomeranian School of Fine Arts (2 display
rooms, 1st floor), as well as common schools, departmental schools, grammar schools, and teachers’ seminaries
(2 rooms, 2nd floor) presented their works and artworks®. The growing role of the small provincial museum was
demonstrated by the visit of the Director of the Department of Culture and the Arts, Jan Skotnicki on 29 June 1923.
This was followed, just a month later, by an exhibition of paintings by the Cracow Artists’ Association [Polish:
Krakowski Zwigzek Artystow Plastykow], where the public admired works by Wtodzimierz Tetmajer, Ludwik Stasiak,
Wincenty Wodzinowski, and many others*. Most of the works on display could be purchased, in just two days,
as many as 18 were sold.

In September 1923, a new nature section on the second floor was opened, with a beautiful collection of exotic bee-
tles (donated by Mr Solman), fossils, elk and mammoth horns, stuffed songbirds and birds of prey*. At the end
of that year, an exhibition of paintings by Roman Merzowicz, the teacher of the Grammar School of Mathematics and
Natural Sciences in Grudziadz, as well as Kazimierz Zacharkiewicz, was organised. The proceeds from the exhibition
were entirely allocated to the rebuilding of the theatre which was burnt down in September 1923. In the same year,
a new inventory book was created and the first object was numbered 5370 (flint axe, striped, small, polished, from
Wabcz in the Chelmno County, donated by Mr Jasniewski from Grudzigdz*.

At the beginning of the following year, the museum section put up for sale a black marble clock decorated with
carvings depicting scenes from classical mythology. However, it had not been entered in the inventory beforehand,
and was most likely donated for resale, and the money raised were intended to contribute to the TCLs scant account.
The maintenance of the institution was extremely difficult, there was no aid from the Government at all, and the city
provided a ridiculous amount of 6 zloty per month®.

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After a slight rearrangement of the museum exhibition, Rev. Dr Wtadystaw Lega decided to publish a guide for vis-
itors. For the first time such an article appeared in the pages of “Glos Pomorski” in April 1924%. In the same year, a
separate brochure was published, the text of which was identical to the article published earlier®'. It described quite
accurately the distribution of the artefacts in the various rooms of the museum:

The prehistory and excavations department (two rooms on the ground floor, 1st room)

 cabinet 1 - historical objects acquired on an ongoing basis, the display was changing periodically;
o cabinets 2 and 3 - artefacts from the Stone Age;

« cabinets 3 and 4 - artefacts from the Bronze Age and early Iron Age;

o cabinets 6 and 7 - artefacts from the La Téne period from Rzadz.

« a prehistoric sokha located at cabinet 9, and iron swords placed by the other cabinet, boards present-
ing prehistoric relics on the walls;

« cabinets 12 and 13 - early historic period52;

— The plans of Grudzigdz were hung on the room walls, a view of the city gate, etc.

— The showcases presented objects of the numismatic department.

- A glass case - the department of artistic industry (documents, cups, diplomas, watches, keys, pipes,
an iron, a cup from the Castle Hill, etc.).

— A faience statue from 1760 placed at the window .

- Mortar from 1653.

- Danzig cupboard.

- Cupboard: plates and tiles from Delft, a faience jug from the years 1770 — 1788.

—  On the table: a model of the old town hall, built in 1660.

Natural History Department (2nd floor)

- Animal bones (e.g. a mammoth’s bones).
- In the display case: fossilised sponges, sea urchins, ammonites, a box of beetles and butterflies.
- On pedestals by the walls: water birds, a woodpecker, a magpie, etc.”*

This was not the only guide to the museum to be published that year. Rajmund Bergel’s article describes the archaeolog-
ical collections quite extensively, while he puts slightly narrower focus on the history of the city, briefly describing the
objects collected in two chambers. He omits completely the exposition of the ethnological and natural history depart-
ments®. Basic information about the departments and the most important museum objects can also be found in a guide
to archives, galleries and museums published in 1926, and in a guide to the Pomorskie Voivodeship by M. Orfowicz”.
The latter contains information that a gold bracelet from the Roman period and more valuable coins are kept in the
bank. Ortowicz also briefly describes the division of the museum into rooms: 4 rooms on the ground floor - archaeolog-
ical collections (1), numismatic, pre-historic and Teutonic-era collections with maps from the 18th century (2), artistic
industry collections (3), Courbiere memorabilia (4), in the basements - sledges, old weapons, ethnological department,
statue of Marshal Hindenburg, on the second floor - nature cabinet, exhibition of paintings, books, etc.”®

Rev. Dr. Wladystaw Lega, as an archaeologist, during his time as the museum curator, focused on archaeological
artefacts. As far as temporary exhibitions were concerned, the most frequent were artistic exhibitions, especially
of paintings, organised with the participation and assistance of the Pomeranian School of Fine Arts, and after it was
moved to Gdynia (1934), of the Wactaw Pidrczynski School of Painting and Decorating (until 1937)*. In the follow-
ing years, a number of interesting exhibitions were organised at the museum:

 The exhibition of Polish coins (from the time of W. Jagielto to King Poniatowski and the uprisings, 1924);

Based on the above list, it can be concluded that the museum’s exhibition activities were sporadic and mostly
based on cooperation with art schools. The activity, however, was completely abandoned after Pidrczynski’s suicide
in 1937. The reason for this state of affairs was the financial problems with which the institution struggled practi-
cally throughout the interwar period. For example: the city budget for 1929/1930 allocated a sum of only 5,165.80
zlotys for the maintenance of the museum (repairs, insurance, fuel, light, water, housekeeping, purchase of books)®.
This sum decreased in the 1933/1934 financial year to 5,157.91 zlotys, and for all the years of its operation the
Town Hall did not grant a subsidy for the purchase of exhibits or the modernisation of the permanent exhibition®*.
For this reason, the permanent exhibition, apart from minor changes introduced in the first half of the 1920s,
had remained virtually unchanged since 1916.

The museum was open on Wednesdays and Saturdays (two hours) and on Sundays and public holidays (one or
two hours), and it employed only one full-time employee throughout the Second Republic of Poland, the caretaker

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Franciszek Wojda®. He performed his service conscientiously, nevertheless a theft was not avoided. In October
1923, an oil painting by the first Honorary Citizen of Grudzigdz from the Prussian period, Rev. Franz Dietrich
(1775 - 1848) was stolen®. Rev. Lega, driven by a concern to safeguard the most valuable pieces of the collection,
deposited 264 coins and gold jewellery in the Town Hall’s safety vault on 7 November 19329. They were found
by H. B. Meyer during the German occupation.

Veryscarcebutinteresting information on the functioning of the institution in the 1930sis provided in “Kwestionariusze
dla muzedéw i zbioréw muzealnych” [Questionnaires for museums and museum collections]. Two such writings were
found in the course of the searches, for the years 1932 and 1937. The first of them includes basic information about
the origins (mistakenly dated 1888) and functioning of the institusion:

« number of open days per year — 156, hours - 312;
 written inventory only;
« no workshop for reproduction and restoration of specimens;
« number of visitors — 775;

number of objects on display - 5,609;
« number of objects in the storage — 36;
 nature of the collection - regional®.

A broader description of the institution’s activities comes from the Questionnaire from 1937, in which, among other
things, we can find the following entries:

 total number of objects - 5,700, of which numismatics included about 4,000 coins, 21 paintings, several cab-
inets and monuments of the city guilds, 33 old prints and several drawings;
number of visitors — 1,578;
staff — a janitor (a paid employee) who works in the Municipal Office, and additionally serves in the Museum
(Wojda), an unpaid manager (Rev. Lega);

« entry fee — 20 groszy per person, school trips 5 groszy;

o department catalogue - general only®;

Despite many difficulties and problems, especially financial ones, the museum was one of the most important cul-
tural and educational institutions in Grudzigdz in the interwar period. It was visited by thousands of people, includ-
ing Marshal Pitsudski and President Wojciechowski. The last entry in the visitors’ book is dated August 27, 19397°.
Most likely, it was the last day of the museum’s operation before the outbreak of World War II. Rev. Dr. Wiadystaw
tega managed to leave Grudzigdz before the Germans entered the city, which saved him from certain death,
and the institution itself was taken over by the occupation authorities.

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THE DEPARTMENT OF ARCHAEOLOGY

The origins of the Grudzigdz Museum’s collections are mainly related to archaeological relics. When the Municipal
Museum of Antiquities opened on June 15, 1884, the collection included 741 exhibits, exclusively archaeological’,
which were initiated by numerous collections the members of the Antiquities Society, including Julius Scharlok,
Aron and Jakub Bohm, Constantin Florkowski, and Siegfried Anger, which came from their amateur searches
in the Chelmno area, in Grudzigdz, Chelmno, Wabrzeg, and Brodnica Counties, as well as on the right side
of the Vistula, from the Swiecie upland areas.

Unfortunately, the inventory of the collection has not been preserved. The only, but very important source of infor-
mation about the beginnings of the Antiquities Society and the museum are the minutes of its members’ meetings
for the years 1883-1908, and then brief accounts of these meetings in the preserved reports® and in the daily German
newspaper “Der Gesellige”. They provide information about the research, the places where it was conducted, a brief
description of the collected objects, their cultural and chronological affiliation, as well as the numerical status of the
collection in particular years, most often at the end of each year. For the acquired historical objects, a main inventory
of the collection was kept, as well as the card catalogues of movable relics. Unfortunately, these resources did not
survive World War II and we do not know exactly when it disappeared, whether at the beginning of the war or at
its end. We only know that the inventory of the collection was kept until the end of 1921, i.e. until the municipality
of Grudziadz dissolved the German Antiquities Society’. After that date, the museum was placed under the protec-
tion of Towarzystwo Czytelni Ludowych (the Society of People’s Reading Rooms). After the museum was reactivated,
the first entries to the 3rd interwar inventory (Katalog III) began in 1923* with number 5370, hence the conclusion
that the last entry in the main inventory ended with number 5369. It is worth noting that there were often more
objects under one main number, e.g. a collection of vessels from a grave or graves, then individual elements of
this collection were distinguished by letters of the alphabet - a, b, ¢, hence the conclusion that the final number of

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objects was larger and amounted to almost 6 000 exhibits, as this number was mentioned by Rev. Wtadystaw Lega’.
Despite the loss of the most important source, i.e. the main inventory and catalogue cards, it is worth emphasizing
that our knowledge of archaeological resources from 1884-1921 is very extensive, thanks to the exceptional activity
of members of the Antiquities Society in the field of developing collections, sharing, publishing, and preparing visual
documentation of relics, most of them marked with inventory numbers. As a result, it is possible to reconstruct over
60 percent of archaeological collections with inventory numbers, which were the dominant part of the structure dur-
ing the times of the Antiquities Society and after 1921, and until 1939.

Between 1883 and 1896, the greatest contribution to the acquisition and development of the collection was made
by two members and founders of the Society of Antiquities and the museum, Siegfried Anger® and Constantin
Florkowski’, who carried out stationary research at a number of archaeological sites funded by the Society’s funds,
particularly two cemeteries, in Rzgdz and Chelmno. Individual relics were received as donations from members
of the Antiquities Society or from people cooperating, the so-called correspondents.

The first monuments and archaeological collections can be learned about based on drawings by the painter
and conservator C. Florkowski, showing flint and stone monuments® and a part of the finds from the burial grounds
in Rzadz’, Chelmno', and Paparzyn''. In the late 1880s and 1890s, one of the greatest achievements in the field
of documentation was increasingly used, i.e. a camera, and glass plate negatives, which played a huge role in doc-
umenting individual monuments, entire collections, and the first exhibitions in the refectory of Jesuit college,
and after 1911 in the newly built museum building at 28 Lipowa Street. An invaluable source of knowledge about
old collections is Jézef Kostrzewski’s scientific files (Kartoteka), started in 1912, in which the researcher documented
in several files monuments from many museums in the Gdanisk Pomerania, including the collections of the Municipal
Museum in Grudzigdz, starting from the Stone Age to the early period of Middle Ages'>. These are sketches of
monuments made in pencil on paper, with a description of the raw material, inventory numbers, divided into eras
and cultures. The files show that not all monuments documented by J. Kostrzewski in Grudzigdz had inventory num-
bers. This researcher often indicated that the collections were mixed.

It seems that the first items to be included in the museum inventory were flint and stone artefacts that had been
obtained since the 1850s, documented on C. Florkowski’s boards and marked with numbers from 1 to 61".

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They came from various towns in the Grudzigdz, Wabrzeg, Chelmno counties and further lands, i.e. from the Torun,
Swiecie, and Czluchéw counties. Stone tools, hatchets, and axes were among the numerous artefacts that contributed
to museum collections in the following years and they survived the period of World War II in the largest number.
Thanks to J. Kostrzewski’s Kartoteka, we know what towns they came from and what numbers they were marked
with'*. Using the above-mentioned Kartoteka, we can specify a lot of general information regarding subsequent
transfers to museum collections, not only the names of the towns or the date of acquisition, but also the inventory
numbers.

After the collection of stone tools, the next items to be added to the collection were objects numbered from 100
to 337. Presumably, these were also the collections donated by the founding members of the Antiquities Society
and the museum. Unfortunately, we are not able to list every object in this range, but there are a number of valuable
artefacts that have been lost but were described in scientific literature or were exhibited at permanent exhibitions,
such as metal decorations of the Lusatian culture from Lisnow", vessels of the Lusatian and Pomeranian culture
from Paparzyn'®, decorations of Pomeranian culture from Wiewiérki', Swietostaw'®, and Rzadz". Julius Scharlok?,
a pharmacist and a member of the Society, frequently appears as a donor. The objects given by him included products
of the Lusatian culture and Pomeranian culture from cist graves, among others from his research conducted in 1870
in Kleczkowo?, which yielded several dozen vessels”. Moreover, vessels from Ksigzki* and Lunawy** dated 1870,
and from Stara Ruda® dated 1871 also enriched the collection. Not all artefacts donated to the museum and the
Society of Antiquities were immediately entered into the inventory book, some may have been entered later or may
not have entered the collection at all %, but they were presented at exhibitions with a note that they came from
the collection of a specific researcher, over time they became the property of the museum, usually after the donor’s

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death. This was probably the case with J. ScharloK’s collection. The artefacts he had acquired even before the museum
was established in the 1870s have quite distant inventory numbers - for example, the pin from Turznice found
in 1882 was given no. 110%, while the pin of the same culture found by J. Scharlok in 1870 in Kleczkowo® no. 3727%.
The Scharlok’s collection was presented at the exhibition in showcase 4, and below the objects, there was the inscrip-

tion saying “Scharlokischen Nachlaf3™.

Over time, the main source of the inflow of exhibits was systematic excavations, which were financed from the Society’s
modest funds supported by city subsidies, the provincial authorities in Gdansk, and the central authorities in Berlin.

This dependency had very negative effects on collection policy. As a token of gratitude for the help provided,
the museum donated many valuable artefacts from its collections and acquisitions to the museum of the Province
of West Prussia in Gdansk (Westpreussische Provinzial-Museum zu Danzig), as well as to the museum in Berlin
(Museum fiir Volkerkunde) and other Prussian museums, including in Konigsberg, Halle, and Magdeburg. Museums
in Berlin and Gdansk served as central institutions in West Prussia and in exchange for financing the museum’s
activities, a part of museumss collections was transferred to them, even after the relics were entered into the inventory
in Grudziadz. The inventories of the Museum fiir Vor- und Friithgeschichte in Berlin, which took over the collections
of the Museum fiir Volkerkunde, show that S. Anger donated to the Berlin’s museum many vessels from Brudzawy;,
Chelmno®, Gogolin®, Gutlin, the counties of Chelmno®, Kleczkowo®, Paparzyn®, Podwiesk®, Prus (currently
Jarantowice), Wielkie Lunawy”, Wabrzezno*, and from Osiek - the area of Swiecie)”. Transferring monuments
to other museum institutions after being entered into the inventory distorts the actual state of the collection;
it is probably not possible at this time to reconstruct the actual number of monuments that were in the museum’s
inventory, and consequently, the losses of these monuments during the war.

The 1880s and 1890s are characterised by a great influx of historical objects. Just one day before the establishment
of the Society, on November 23, 1883, there was an accidental discovery of graves in the Rzadz burial ground®,
which the following year (1884) turned into several years of systematic excavations at a site from the younger pre-Ro-
man period and the early Roman period (from the mid-2nd century BC to the mid-2nd century AD), the so-called
Oksywie and Wielbark cultures. The works were led by S. Anger and C. Florkowski until 1889. In 1890, the research
culminated in a monograph on the cemetery by S. Anger*!. The publication was prepared in the form of a catalogue

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in which each grave complex and individual artefact was listed. Each object had its reference number listed*.
This research provided the largest collection of artefacts in the 19th and 20th-century history of the museum.
As a result, it became known in the scientific world of Europe and was visited by eminent scientists of that time.
In total, 1,620 artefacts were obtained, and entries in the inventory began with the number 338 and ended with
the number 2,530%. This collection has very detailed visual documentation, prepared by C. Florkowski
and S. Anger. Before 1890, photographic documentation was prepared for the group of the most interesting
and best-preserved artefacts. The documentation covered 692 objects, 542 of which, were presented in Anger’s pub-
lication on 23 boards*. The same objects and 150 others were presented in a photo album that was fortunately
saved from the turmoil of war®. The boards presented relics that in 1890 entered the collections of the Museum
tiir Volkerkunde in Berlin and the Museum of West Prussia in Gdansk*. 60 relics were sent to Berlin and 61
to Gdansk". For the first 45 grave complexes and loose artefacts obtained in the years 1883-1884, C. Florkowski
prepared colourful drawing documentation*. At the beginning of the 20th century, another detailed documentation
of the collection from Rzadz was created, and the collection itself was presented from 1899 at a permanent exhibition
in the refectory of the Jesuit college®, and after 1911 at the museum exhibition at 28 Lipowa Street®. The artefacts
were presented on 87 cardboard boards. The artefacts were attached to the ground with a metal wire. Each grave
complex is shown in a separate field along with the inventory numbers of each object. In total, 436 grave complexes,
1,184 objects, and 90 loose artefacts were presented. Each board was photographed, and a print of the photo was
glued to a cardboard and decorated with brass foil. Currently, 32 negatives and 74 photographic prints have survived
from these resources’'. The collection from Rzadz consists mainly of ceramic vessels - clay ashtrays, 3 imported
bronze vessels, clothing items, jewellery, tools and weapons made of iron, bronze, and glass. Special attention must
be paid to swords, spear and javelin heads, shield fittings, and spurs. The largest group of this collection consists
of clothing decorations, i.e. 338 pins (pins for fastening garments), bracelets, glass necklaces, and everyday items such
as knives, needles, razors, weaving tools — spindle whorls, a set of blacksmith items — metal files, rasps, a hammer,
and scissors. The boards helped to determine that approximately 200 items® were missing from the collection
after the official transfer of the exhibits to Berlin and Gdansk. Unfortunately, it is currently impossible to find out
the history of these monuments, but the Society’s annual reports showed that Anger donated objects from this col-
lection, among others to Otto Tischler from the Physical and Economic Society in Kénigsberg™. The objects were
also transferred to the museums of Halle and Magdeburg, hence it should be assumed that until World War II,
out of 1,620 monuments obtained during archaeological research, there were approximately 1,300 monuments
in the presented photographs from the beginning of the 20th century. After the war, 42 historical objects from
this collection survived in the Grudziagdz collection, and 32 objects in the collection of the Archaeological Museum

in Poznan*, so approximately 1,300 objects were probably lost. The relics were passed on to Poznan thanks
to Stanistaw Niewitecki®, a collector from Bydgoszcz, but it is not known how they came into his possession and
at what time, whether during the war or after it ended*.

In 1884, S. Anger surveyed 10 funerary urn graves from the early pre-Roman and early Roman periods in Marusza
near Grudziadz, acquiring a collection of 30 objects, mainly clay vessels, beads, combs, fibulae, bracelets, and spindle
whorls””. Unfortunately this collection, with the exception of 3 vessels, was irretrievably lost. In the years 1882-1885
very valuable single artefacts of Lusatian culture were added to the collection, i.e. an urn from Turznice®®, vessels from
Stup”’; a necklace from Nicwald®, and two vessels of Pomeranian culture from Orle®, however, they were also lost.

In 1886 and 1889, C. Florkowski returned to the cemetery in Osiek®, which was well known to him for a decade
as he had already conducted his first rescue excavations there in the years 1874-1876%. As a result of the excavations
in 1874-1876, 1886, and 1889, the collection was probably enriched with seven urns, one dish for grave offerings,
and ornaments. However, only two of the vessels had inventory numbers and that was probably from the research
in 1886°. The vessels are presumably a mixed collection, derived from many years of research at the site, but not
entirely lost, as 4 vessels remain in the present collection®. In the years 1889-1892, C. Florkowski undertook research
at a cemetery from the late La Téne period and early Roman period in Chelmno®, which followed by the objects from
Rzadz, brought valuable archaeological finds to the collection, i.e the objects of the Oksywie and Wielbark cultures
(2nd century BC to 2nd century AD). He recovered 496 artefacts®” from 201 graves, as well as individual vessels
of the Pomeranian culture and from the early Middle Ages®. The artefacts were inventoried under the numbers
2599 to 3243%. Of this group, 58 artefacts from 41 graves, after being entered in the inventory in 1892, were trans-
ferred to the Museum fiir Volkerkunde in Berlin, and 23 objects from 17 graves were transferred to the Museum
of West Prussia in Danzig’. Over 430 artefacts should have remained in Grudziadz, but unfortunately, apart from
two clay vessels and a few not very distinctive metal products, the whole collection was lost. This collection consisted
of the following groups of artefacts: fragments or entire vessels, clips, belt buckles, buckles, swords, sheath fittings,
spearheads and jerid heads, shield fittings, lances’ cases, knives, bracelets, sewing needles, spindle whorls, awls, bur-
nishers, and tweezers. For a small part — 61 artefacts of the Oksywie culture, Pomeranian culture, and the early

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Middle Ages — C. Florkowski made a pencil drawing documentation presented on 4 boards”, and for another 119
monuments, later in the 20th century, a photographic and drawing documentation was made, which was presented
by W. Lega in the monograph of the cemetery”. This documentation is supplemented by the museum showcases
with the Chelmno collection preserved on glass plate negatives, the first one in the Jesuit refectory (showcase 6)”,
and the second one in the museum building at 28 Lipowa Street (showcase 7)”, as well as the manuscript files
of J. Kostrzewski, who documented in great detail the Chelmno collection presented in the Municipal Museum
in Grudzigdz™.

The 1890s resulted in inventory entries of several early medieval collections. At that time, the museum collection
had been enlarged with a share of a precious treasure of early medieval coins and jewellery from Uscie, now Kaldus-
Uscie, found in 1872 and donated to the museum by Scharlok, who in turn received it from Professor Olasstman”.
According to W. Lega, the treasure was inventoried in the museum, under the following reference numbers:
2533-36, 374477, while according to the preserved glass plate negative, the treasure was presented in the museum
under the numbers 2533, 2534, 25367%. This treasure dates to the years 960-10607. It was considered lost, however,
not entirely, as after the war, part of the treasure was mentioned by T. and R. Kiersnowscy as being in the posses-
sion of S. Niewitecki from Bydgoszcz®, who proposed selling the collection to the National Museum in Warsaw.
Nevertheless, the transaction did not take place, and eventually the treasure was purchased from Niewitecki’s wife
by the District Museum in Bydgoszcz®'. The part of the treasure that ended up in Bydgoszcz included 71 fragments
of coins and ornaments: silver earrings, pendants, and fragments of sheet metal weighing a total of 49.79 g, which
became a part of the collection presented in the Municipal Museum in Grudziagdz under inv. nos 2534 and 2536%.

In 1890, C. Florkowski joined the research at the inhumation cemetery in Kaldus®, excavating six burials and
acquiring about 40 artefacts, mainly temple rings and glass beads (5 necklaces), 2 rings, including one made of glass
and the other of bronze, spindle whortls, fittings, flint, and knives, as well as fragments of pottery*. Florkowski

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published the research results, and also discussed and illustrated 16 artefacts®, but more detailed sketches
of the objects, especially of the temple rings and necklaces accompanied by their inventory numbers, were pre-
sented by J. Kostrzewski*s. However, this researcher mistakenly attributed the discovery of this collection to 1901%.
The collection was presented at an exhibition at 28 Lipowa Street, which showed that the research retrieved not only
early medieval relics but also older ones, e.g. a bronze pin of Pomeranian culture and a very interesting provincial-Ro-
man clasp®. The entire collection, with the exception of one knife*, was lost. At that time, individual artefacts from
multi-cultural sites, mostly cemeteries, were entered into the collection, including a swan-necked pin of Pomeranian
culture, 4 bronze bracelets from the Roman period, and an early medieval temple ring from Wydrzno®, as well
as 4 temple rings together with a skull® from the cemetery on the Fryba River, near Chetmno.

S. Anger, C. Florkowski, and other members of the Society were not only interested in the area around Grudzigdz,
but also the Swiecie area. In 1896, S. Anger conducted research on an early medieval cemetery in Gruczno, where
he unearthed 49 graves and obtained over 70 artefacts, such as rings, temple rings, pendants, knives and scabbards,
and a coin®. The artefacts were inventoried under nos 3289-96, 3308-3373. The 16 most interesting artefacts were
illustrated by Anger in his publication®, and these artefacts were also documented in Kostrzewski’s files, which pre-
sented 22 artefacts and 3 necklaces® in more detail, the same artefacts which were on display®. This collection
is considered to be lost during the war. However, a small number of the artefacts survived and in unexplained circum-
stances became a part of a private collection of the already mentioned S. Niewitecki from Bydgoszcz, who in 1951
donated the objects to the Archaeological Museum in Poznan®. The objects included: 4 bronze temple rings, a bronze
knife’s scabbard ferrule, a straight iron knife, glass beads, amber beads (2 necklaces), a bronze ring®, then in 1953
these relics went to the Archaeological Museum in Gdansk as a deposit. Not all of them can be identified, such
as the temple rings, based on S. Anger’s illustrations and J. Kostrzewski’s files. However, the scabbard ferrule, the
necklace, and the knife are apparently not lost”. In the same year as in Gruczno, S. Anger conducted research on
a multicultural cemetery in Topolno, but despite exceptional discoveries, such as a cauldron imported from
the Roman period, only a fragment of the vessel’s handle went to the Grudziadz collection'®. In 1896, a unique

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decorated necklace of Pomeranian culture together with other equipment from a cist grave from Wiskitno was
donated by the rector Kitschmann to the museum and registered in its inventory'”'. The entire collection, now lost,
was presented in a display case dedicated to the Lusatian culture and the Halstatt period'®. At the same time, the
museum collection was enriched with finds from graves of the Wielbark culture from Tytlewo, in the Chetmno

County, which were donated by their owner, Rassow'?

. This 12-piece collection (bracelets, pins, a bead, a fragment
of a drinking horn, a clay vessel) probably came from several graves, and it is only thanks to ]. Kostrzewski’s detailed
illustrations, that we can now visualise what the individual items in this collection looked like'®*. In 1898, an iron
necklace of Pomeranian culture found near the prison cemetery in Grudzigdz'® was added to the collection, and in
1899, two cist graves were found in Bgkdw, the Swiecie county'®, from which a few or a dozen vessels'” were added
to the collection, all of them are lost. In the early twentieth century, there was a certain stagnation in archaeological
research, and hence a smaller number of incoming finds. That was probably due to the museum’s financial
and accommodation problems. The only finds came from accidental discoveries, and those were still numerous
and worth noting. The last decade of the 19th century and the first of the 20th century saw the activity of two mem-
bers of the Society - captains A. Schmidt and M. Mathes, but unfortunately that activity did not always translate into
acquiring artefacts for the Grudziadz collections. During that time they conducted research in Grubno, Gruczno,
and Cieplo, but the artefacts remained in their private collections or were transferred to Gdansk'®. The collection
from Grubno, which belonged to Captain Schmidt, was presented in the museum with an annotation that he was its
owner, but it was eventually taken to Gdansk in 1941'®. On the initiative of M. Mathes, 2 urns from Sgpolno (Samphol),

110 were transferred to the collection, and in 1903 a small contribution was made with at least

the Czluchéw County
5 vessels from a cist grave from Stare Marzy, in the Swiecie County'". Unfortunately, the artefacts from that research
have been lost. In 1905, two collections from East Prussia were added to the museum’s possessions, the first one from
Babieta, the Mraggowo County, and the second from Gizycko. The collection from Babigta was brought to Grudziadz
by the merchant Oskar Wollert, who purchased it from its owner, Sieg. The collection consisted mainly of metalwork,

belt elements, buckles, clasps, knives, a vessel''? — the equipage of several graves from the cemetery of the Bogaczewo

culture. Another collection from the same year was a late medieval assemblage acquired by S. and Georg Anger, com-
ing from Piekna Goéra near Gizycko (Schonberg bei Lotzen). The assemblage consisted of an urn, probably a medieval
grapen (tripod vessel), in which 156 iron objects were found, including axes, spearheads, fragments of a cuirass, and
chains'”®. Approximately 30 objects remained from that collection along with the vessel''*. Among the most interest-
ing archaeological acquisitions, the finds from Parski in 1900 and 1913, which included artefacts of the Wielbark
culture, are worth mentioning: two ashtrays, a brooch, and a unique playing stone'"®. The stone was lost, as well
as vessels, but the brooch survived and after the war, in 1951, it was transferred to the Archaeological Museum
in Poznan, and now it is placed in deposit at the Archaeological Museum in Gdansk''®. In 1912, an interesting assem-
blage, supposedly from a cist grave from Glupczyn (Strusendorf-Struznica), in the Ztotéw county, enriched the col-
lection thanks to the railway official, Bless'"”. In fact, these were probably mixed objects. Five vessels came from cist
graves, and a brooch and a small shell vessel''® were from another grave - of the Wielbark culture, and only this small
vessel survived. One of the vessels out of this assemblage is particularly noteworthy - a burial urn of Pomeranian
culture, decorated with plant ornaments. In 1914, during works connected with military actions, whole vessels
or their fragments were excavated from Bialachowo, from Gérna Grupa (Karolina), and from Stare Marzy'".
Unfortunately we do not know the inventory numbers of these objects. The second decade of the 20th century resulted
in two spectacular discoveries coming from two inhumation graves of the Wielbark culture, the first from Zielnowo,
in the Grudziagdz county, found in 1914, and the second from a rich inhumation burial of the same culture, with
Roman imports in Komorsk-Osiek (former Kommerau-Osiek), in the Swiecie County, found in 1915'%. Unfortunately,
we do not know the inventory numbers of the finds. Perhaps the acquired objects were not included in the inventory
at all. In Zielnowo, a gold pendant and two silver shield-headed bracelets, as well as a small clay vessel were found in
a grave'?'. The finds were exhibited at 28 Lipowa Street'?, but were probably “stolen” before the museum was taken
over by the Polish authorities'”’. The second assemblage from Komorsk became famous for its two gold rings
and a gold adder-shaped bracelet, but many other artefacts in this find are equally impressive, namely there were two
bronze spurs, a silver fibula, bronze belt elements — a buckle and fittings, fragments of imported vessels, fragments
of drinking horn fittings, a bronze game token, rings — bronze circles, and 4 vessels'**. The contents of the grave are
considered lost. In fact, 3 vessels have been preserved in the collection of the present museum, while some

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of the objects (a spur, a buckle, fragments of imported vessels and a drinking horn, one spur, bronze rings
and elements of a belt — end caps) were transferred after the war to the Archaeological Museum in Poznan
by the well-known S. Niewitecki, together with a group of relics from Rzadz'*. As a matter of fact, the Poznan
museum received one spur, a buckle, elements of a belt, bronze rings, fragments of an imported vessel, and a drinking
horn'?. The fibula that occurred in this collection did not belong to the 1915 grave contents, it is a fibula of group VI,
type A.172, in the typology of O. Almgren, probably from Nowa Wie$§ Chelminska'”’. The fate of two gold rings,
the gold bracelet, one spur, the fibula, and the bronze playing stone remains unknown. Rev. Wtadystaw Lega main-

tained that one of the rings together with the fibula'*®

was lost in 1920. In his subsequent publications, he referred
only to one ring and a bracelet, which were stored in the “Danzigier Privat Aktien Bank™?, whereas according to his
later reports, this treasure (a ring and a bracelet) together with coins (246 coins) were deposited on 17 November

1932 in a safety vault at the magistrate’s office'*

, whereas according to a German report from 1942 the gold orna-
ments from Komorsk (2 rings and a bracelet) were deposited in the safety vault at the magistrate’s office'*'. Afterwards,

they were never heard of again.

In the inter-war period, after Dr. Wladyslaw Lega became an honorary curator, the collection of the Municipal
Museum continued to grow. His chronicles of acquisitions to the Municipal Museum, published in “Zapiski
Towarzystwa Naukowego w Toruniu” from 1923-1936, provide a valuable source of information with a detailed list
of objects, mainly archaeological, with inventory numbers. The luckily found the 3rd inventory book of the collec-
tion from the inter-war period, is also of great help. A lot of artefacts came from Lega himself, mainly fragments of
early and late medieval vessels from his travels in the area of Grudzigdz, Brodnica, Wabrzezno, Chelmno, Swiecie,
but also from further trips, e.g. to Sliwice, and Waémierk, the Starogard County, or from the area of Hel and Gdynia.
There was also an inflow of flint products from the area of Grudzigdz, Rudnik, Swiecie, and stone objects e.g. axes
from Lasin, Lipnica, the Wabrzezno County, as well as from Rybieniec in the Chelmno County'*.

Among the most interesting discoveries from the inter-war period, from which artefacts entered the museum
collection and were unfortunately lost, we should mention a vessel with bones of Pomeranian culture from
Strzemiecin, which was donated to the museum by the magistrate of Grudzigdz'* in 1925, and in 1926 a donation
by Rev. Olszewski from Szczodrowo, in the Koscierzyna County. Rev. Olszewski donated an entire urn and frag-
ments of others from a stone-encased grave, registered under numbers 5432-3"** In 1937, the collection from the
Roman period was enriched by a discovery made in Lembarg near Jablonowo, where a vessel and a bone comb were

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found in an inhumation grave, and listed in the inventory under numbers 5743-4'%>. Only the vessel was lost from
this small collection, while the comb, thanks to S. Niewitecki, enriched the collection of the Archaeological Museum
in Poznan®¢. In 1938, Glazik, a farmer living in Malankowo, while dredging a pond near his farm, found 9 amphorae
of the funnelbeaker culture. 7 amphorae were taken to Grudzigdz'’, then in 1941, 5 out of this group were trans-
ferred to the Staatliches Museum fiir Naturkunde und Vorgeschichte in Gdansk'*®, where they were characterised
in detail and illustrated by K. Langenheim'®. After the war, the assemblage transported to Gdansk was consid-
ered lost; currently, we can speak about the disappearance of 3 vessels, as 2 amphorae were found in the collection
of the Castle Museum in Malbork, in its branch in Kwidzyn'®. In 1938, W. Lega conducted research in Gruczno
on the field of alderman Lobecki and uncovered 13 graves of Lusatian culture from the 4th period of the Bronze
Age. As a result, several dozen whole or fragmentarily preserved vessels were found and entered the museum col-
lection: urns and dishes for grave offerings, bowls, cups, goblets (inv. no. 5763-5793)'*!. Six vessels out of this group
survived the turmoil of war, while the remaining ones, fully and fragmentarily preserved, were taken to Gdansk.
The 15 denarii purchased in 1937 by Rev. Wiadystaw Lega from alarge hoard discovered in the same year in Rywaldzik,
near Plowez, in the Brodnica County, are also missing'*?. These included issues of Vespasian, Domitian, Hadrian,
and Antoninus Pius'®. One of the last acquisitions recorded in the 3rd Inventory Book of 1939 [polish: III Ksiega
Inwentarzowa] were the entries of 8 bronze vessels and a bronze buckle from the burnt offering graves in Parski,
the Grudziadz county'*. Fortunately, thanks to the recovered inventory book, we were able to learn about these dis-
coveries, while the place in Parski where the cemetery was found remains a mystery'*.

Interestingly, a group of artefacts was either irretrievably lost or found after the war in the collection of another
institution. We only know that they were in the collection, but it is not always clear when they were acquired and
where they came from. In this group, noteworthy is the collection presented on one of the glass plate negatives, which
consists of 7 vessels of the Lusatian culture: a two-handled amphora, 3 pots, 2 dippers, and a mug. All the vessels
have been described as “Wilhelmshone”, which since 1906 has appeared as Ptachawy, in the Chelmno county, where
cist graves'* were discovered in 1941. However, the collection presented in the Grudzigdz photograph is older'".

In the early medieval collection there was an inlaid iron spearhead of Damascus steel, probably of Scandinavian ori-

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gin. According to W. Lega, it came from the vicinity of Grudzigdz'*. The third artefact, that is worth mentioning, is
a scales from Lasin. It is shown by Lega'* and was also on display at 28 Lipowa Street'®. The scales was presumably
found during the construction of the railway station, near the foundations, and was described as “Biegiel’, from
the Teutonic times'". Thanks to S. Niewitecki, the scales became part of the collection of the Archaeological Museum
in Poznan'>.

After the Germans entered the city, the museum was closed, and soon a great number of the artefacts were taken
away from here to the Gdansk museum, i.e. to the Staatliches Museum fiir Naturkunde und Vorgeschichte, which
was located in Zielona Brama [the Green Gate]. This building was taken over by the German authorities for their
own purposes during the war, and the collections were moved to the so-called Steffenshaus at Dtugi Targ'>’ (the Long
Market). Our knowledge of the Grudzigdz losses is based mainly on the listing in the German magazine Gothiscandza
from 1941 as well as on the testimony of W. Lega'**, and many other researchers dealing with collections lost during
the war. The relics from more than 103 sites from the Stadtmuseum Graudenz'®, which in 1941 went to Gdansk
as a permanent deposit are listed on many pages of the magazine. K. Langenheim, a researcher from the Prehistoric
Museum in Gdansk, who was compiling some collections from the Chetmno region, including the amphorae from
Malankowo, wrote about the permanent deposit, indicating that the artefacts had been taken on permanent deposit
by the Museum in Gdansk'®. It is likely that the German authorities knew exactly which artefacts were to be taken
away, and this was the purpose of special trips made by the staft of the Gdansk museum to smaller museums scattered
in the provinces even before the outbreak of war. K. Langhenheim, the chief conservator of the Museum in Gdansk,
mentions that in 1939, while on leave (the pass) from the Wehrmacht, he made a tour of the museums in West Prussia,
belonging to the Danzig district, and he was also in Grudzigdz'¥’. The artefacts exported from Grudzigdz included:
5 funnelbeaker culture amphorae from Malankowo'*®; furnishings from graves of the Lusatian culture from Gruczno
and from many cist graves of the Pomeranian culture, including 4 urns from Fordon'?, Szynwald, Stup, Turznice,
Wydrzno, Wegrowo'®, 16 burial urns with lids, bowls for grave offerings — altogether over 30 vessels together with
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the graves furnishing from Kleczkowo, Lunawy, Chelmno'®, 33 vessels from Paparzyn'®* as well as from Bakowo,

Grabowo, Stare Marzy'®’, Marianki, Komorsk-Osiek'®, Wabrzezno'®; several tens of artefacts — furnishings from

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the La Tene period cemeteries in Chelmno!*

and Marusza, from where 18 vessels and a spur'®’ were taken, as well
as from Grubno'®; from graves of the Wielbark culture in Parsk, Zielnowo'®’; from early medieval inhumation cem-
eteries in Gruczno and Kaldus'”’, and also from many sites in the counties of Grudzigdz, Chelmno, Wabrzezno,
Chojnice, Czluchéw, and Brodnica'”!. Not all the artefacts were taken to Gdansk. Those from East Prussia,
like the artefacts from Babigta, were probably moved to Konigsberg, as it was suggested by W. Lega'’>. The fate
of the Grudziadz relics transported to Gdansk was closely linked with the monuments from the Prehistoric Museum
in Gdansk. In the face of the approaching front line, the historical objects collected in Gdansk were prepared
for evacuation and packed into 45 crates. They were moved to the Przyjazn estate near Zukowo, in the Kartuzy
County'”. On the other hand, the building in Gdansk, that served as the museum, the so-called Steffenshaus,
was bombed and the objects that remained inside were destroyed'”. It is also assumed that the most valuable col-
lections may have been taken to Germany, but most of them were located in the vicinity of Gdansk'”>. After the
evacuation, however, some of the artefacts from the Gdansk area returned to the city and were hidden in shelters
and cellars of random houses. Unfortunately, most of them got destroyed under the rubble of demolished buildings'7¢.
According to another account, some of the museum artefacts were thrown out of the crates into the courtyard'”’
of an unspecified manor house in the former county of Danziger Hohe after it had been occupied by the Red Army
soldiers. This may be referring to the Przyjazn estate'’®. A similar statement is given by Franciszek Treder, the first
post-war director of the Kartuzy Museum, who described that after the liberation, the artefacts were generally avail-
able “monuments from the Gdansk museums were even found in the streets of Kartuzy - others in rivers, such
as exhibits from the archaeological museum”™”. Jerzy Antoniewicz, who after the war became an inspector for
archaeological artefacts for the Bialystok, Olsztyn and Gdansk provinces, was still collecting historical objects from
the fields near the village of Przyjazn in 1956'®. It cannot be ruled out that when Germans transported the archae-
ological collection from Grudziadz to Gdansk, they also took away the inventory books and files, and perhaps they
shared the same fate as the valuable museum archives and research records of such researchers of the Museum
of West Prussia as: A. Lissauer, K. Lakowitz and P. Kumm. The documentation was taken to Zulawy Wislane and was

destroyed when the area was sunk by retreating Wermacht soldiers'®".

The artifacts from the Rzadz cemetery had a different history as reported by W. Lega: “The fate of the Late-Roman
excavations from Rzadz near Grudzigdz was different. Eyewitnesses testify that they were packed into crates
at the time when Soviet troops were approaching Grudzigdz and taken to the Citadel. What happened to them next
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is unknown”'*2. We are familiar with another account concerning the Rzadz artefacts, presented by R. Hachmann'#
- a German researcher and author of many publications concerning this cemetery and artefacts. According to him,
the collections of the Municipal Museum were transported to Gdansk in 1942, and the collections from Rzadz
were transported between these cities, and on the spot in Gdansk, he identified them on the basis of publications
by S. Anger - an assistant at A. Rang-Borchling'®.

To date, it has not been established how S. Niewitecki, a bank clerk and after World War II the owner of a transporta-
tion company but also the president of the Numismatic Society in Bydgoszcz '®, came into possession of relics from
the former collections of the Municipal Museum in Grudziagdz, which until 1939 were exhibited and can be iden-
tified on photographic boards or on glass plate negatives, i.e. some relics from Rzadz, a scales from Lasin, a fibula
from Parsk, a part of grave furnishings from Komorsk, a brooch from Nowa Wie§ Chetminska, some ornaments
from Gruczno, a comb from Lembarg, and a part of the treasure from Uscie. These artefacts, with the exception
of the treasure from Uscie, he donated to the Archaeological Museum in Poznan in 1951%¢. It cannot be ruled out
that these relics were given to S. Niewitecki by a person from Grudziadz or from someone in the vicinity of Przyjazn,
to which the collections from the Gdansk museums and the Municipal Museum in Grudzigdz were transported
at the end of the war. The artefacts taken over by Niewitecki were attached to cardboard boards with descriptions.
They often carried German town names and inventory numbers. The question as to why the collector did not return
the artefacts to their home institution, but handed them over to Poznan, will probably remain unanswered.

The first reconstructed post-war inventory of archaeological collections shows that about 410 artefacts that survived
the war were re-entered. There was no problem to identify those objects that had pre-war numbers and town names
applied in red paint, but a large group lacking these markings will remain unidentified.

THE DEPARTMENT OF ETHNOGRAPHY

A presentation of the Grudzigdz museumss collections organised in 1925 by Rev. Dr Wtadystaw Lega made ref-
erence to the existence of an “ethnological” collection'¥. The author published a detailed description of the location
of the collections accumulated over the decades in Glos Pomorski as of 14 May 1922. It states that [translation from
Polish]:

[...] The ethnological department, located in the basement, contains an interesting collection of tools and weapons
brought from New Guinea, an island north of Australia, by Mr Boluminski. It includes bows, maces, javelins, oars,
masks used by the savages when dancing, spoons, bracelets, etc. The folklore collection located in the attic also
belongs to this department. There are tools used by the folk in domestic crafts, e.g. looms, spindles, a saddle tree,
a spinning wheel, etc. This department needs to be further developed and appropriately located [...]".

The aforementioned collection of exotic objects was purchased in 1899 from Dr. Boluminski and was the first
collection of an ethnographic nature to become a part of the Grudzigdz Museum’s collection, in a way marking
the beginning of a whole collection presenting relics of traditional culture. As decided by the Ministry of Culture
and Art on 19 September 1951, the collection was transferred to Panstwowe Muzeum Etnograficzne (the State

Ethnographic Museum) in Warsaw'®.

Efforts to expand the Grudzigdz museum collection of an ethnographic profile continued uninterruptedly. The col-
lection was expanded with new exhibits in 1910, when it gained objects from the Chelmno area and from as far away
as Syria and Guinea'”. The latter also expanded the collections of non-European art of the Ethnographic Museum

in Warsaw.

According to information provided in Zapiski Towarzystwa Naukowego w Toruniu (the Records of the Scientific
Society in Torun) from 1925-1935, the ethnographic department of the Grudzigdz museum was consistently
and methodically expanding its collections. It received objects from the areas of the then Republic of Poland, such
as slippers from Polesie given by Mr Falkowski, but also a number of objects strictly connected with the ethnographic
region in which the museum was located, i.e. the Chelmno region. In 1928, thanks to the efforts of Rev. Dr Wladystaw
tega, the ethnographic collection in Grudzigdz was expanded to include examples of folk furniture, such as painted
dowry chests, but also elements of folk clothing such as Chelmno mobcaps, as well as Kashubian ceramics and rural
handmade mice traps. The pre-war collection of Kashubian ceramics from the Necel family workshop in Chmielno
was purchased in 1931 with funds from museum entrance fees''. The lost artefacts are mentioned by Jézef Blachnio
in the list of losses of the Ethnography Department of the Museum in Grudzigdz, drawn up in 1948'2 The set
of ceramic vessels, probably diverse in form, was recorded under inventory numbers: 5547-5560. Difficulties in iden-
tifying the vessels arise not only from the fact that the number of listed artefacts does not coincide with inventory

numbers, but also from the lack of any preserved iconography, or even descriptions. In the case of folk mobcaps
from Papowo Torunskie purchased in 1934 (inventory numbers: 5659, 5660, 5661), not only their descriptions,
but also photographs by Rev. Dr Wladystaw Lega from 1938' have survived, which he used in his monograph
“Ziemia Chelminska”, published by the Polish Ethnological Society (Polish: Polskie Towarzystwo Ludoznawcze)
in 1961, In 1934, a wooden sculpture from Swiekatowo (inventory number: 5662) was also purchased for
the museum collection, but it was lost during the Second World War'>. Moreover, nothing is known of the wooden
chapel from Ostrowite, originally housing a carved figure of Our Lady of Skepe, chiselled by Maciej Mitkowski.
Wartime was more favourable to the folk furniture from the Chelmno and Pomerania regions. There are some exam-
ples of furniture that survived the wartime devastation: dowry chests (or only their foreparts), a wooden shelving unit
and chairs. Out of them, only one chair was lost — of urban provenance, but with folk ornamentation. A painted folk
bed (inv. no. 5677) from Rozgart in the Tczew County has not not survived either. A folk dowry chest from Siemonie
in the Torun County (inv. no. 5719), mentioned by J6zef Blachnio as a war-loss, was in fact donated by Rev. Lega to
the collection of the City Museum in Torun, from where it was transferred to the collection of the newly established
the Ethnographic Museum in Torun (inv. no. 1737)"¢. In case of rare pieces of pottery from the Chetmno region,
some double-cup clay pots, used for storing and transporting food, have been lost. Two of them - from Grudziadz
(according to Jozef Blachnio from Bialy Bér) and Swierczynki — can be seen on a photograph by Lega from 1934.
Given a black and white photograph, a detailed description of the colouring of the ceramic glaze, which the author
included in his monumental “Ziemia Chelminska”'?’, is invaluable.

The current ethnographic collection includes several gingerbread moulds from the region. As a result of an analysis
of photographs of display cabinets taken before World War II, it was possible to establish the missing objects of this
part of the collection. Moulds with a representation of a standing man, a cog, and also with an unidentified ornamen-
tal motif were lost. Similarly, wooden architectural models popular from the 19th century, likely to be encountered
in the leading ethnographic collections of numerous museums, can be noted as lost. The Museum in Grudzigdz had
several such (now lost) models, the most important of which was a model of a church dated 1939 from Jarantowice
in the Wabrzezno County (inventory number: 5817). Its author was Franciszek Szymanski, who made a model
of a wooden church with a gabled thatched roof, erected as an Evangelical congregation by Dutch settlers in the 18th
century. Similar objects were models of cottages from Putkowo (inventory number: 5794) and models of a wind-
mill and a sawmill from Bienikéwka in the Chelmno County (inventory numbers: 5748, 5749). Among the objects
presenting old rural occupations that were lost during World War II, there is a model of a potter’s wheel with a seat
(inventory number: 330) preserved on a glass plate negative.

The war activities resulted in the loss of several examples of ritual arts from the Polish area in the Grudzigdz eth-
nographic collection. These included a Christmas nativity scene (inventory no: 5710) from Dabrowa Chelminska,
about which, in the absence of any description and photographic documentation, we are unable to judge whether
it was a domestic or carolling nativity scene. The models of Krakéw and Matopolska Easter eggs (inventory numbers:
5403, 5406, 5423), mentioned in the list of losses drawn up by Jozef Blachnio, were also lost. Here, as in the case
of the nativity scene, we are not able to determine whether they were in the form of coloured boards with outlines
of ornamental forms on them, or whether they were concrete objects in the form of eggs.

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Despite the many uncertainties resulting from the difficulty of describing some of the artefacts lost during the war,
owning to photographic documentation in many cases, we hope that as a result of the activities undertaken, the arte-
facts will be found and will once again enrich, with their cultural value, the collections of the Grudziadz institution,
while for the ethnographic community, they will become priceless documents of the life and culture of the former
inhabitants of the Chelmno region.

THE HISTORY DEPARTMENT

The founders of the Antiquities Society in Grudzigdz were committed to creating a museum that would present,
above all, memorabilia connected with the history of the city and the surrounding towns. From the very beginning
of the institution’s existence, the so-called antiquities, i.e. archaeological collections played a significant role.
However, the members of the Antiquities Society realised that objects characteristic for the development of culture up
to the modern times would also be desirable'”®. Unfortunately, due to the absence of inventory books from the period
1884-1920, the main source of knowledge about the museum’s holdings, it is very difficult to reconstruct the col-
lections of the historical department. After the opening of the exhibition in the refectory of the Town Hall in 1899,
the historical artefacts, together with the art department’s relics, were placed in just two cabinets (nos. 10 and
11). This collection included decorative ironwork, chests, cups, swords, spears, rods, stirrups, spurs, lighters (steel
and stone), wick trimming scissors, keys, horseshoes, etc., dated, according to the description, from 1228 up to
the present day. In addition, the cabinets displayed various types of diplomas, including journeyman diplomas, doc-
uments, and photographs. The exhibition was complemented by objects lining the walls: spontoons, stone balls,
a bucket from the castle well, a model of the new Evangelical church made of tragacanth (resin extracted from a bush
of Astragalus), etc.'”” Certainly, the exhibition presented in the Town Hall did not often change, except for the most
valuable artefacts, which were periodically placed in cabinet number 12*®. Currently, the collections of the former
history department are divided into four separate inventories: militaria, iconography, archives, and historical-artistic
objects®'. Both the chronological and subject range of the objects is very broad, bearing in mind that the pre-war
inventories included all objects collected in the course of the activity (except numismatics, which was separated
in 1901). By classification, the following artefacts can be distinguished, some of which were preserved in the muse-
um’s collection from the end of the 19th century to the period of the Second Republic of Poland:

o Iconography — maps, plans, photographs, postcards;

o Archives - documents, manuscripts, prints, posters, diplomas, royal privileges, guild books, old prints, cor-
respondence, letters, ID cards, letters of good parentage, books, newspapers;

« Historical-artistic - banners, seal presses, spars, keys, shackles, guild emblems, bottles, etc.;

Unfortunately, we are currently unable to reconstruct the number of museum objects from the history department
that survived the war period, as the inventories were re-established in 1970, but then the chronological system

of entries was not preserved®”. Another problem is the provenience of the collections after 1945. In the course
of sorting out the museum and archival collections, it turned out that some of the objects, which were in the col-
lection of the City Archives in Grudzigdz before the war, were entered in the museum inventory and vice versa,
which, in the absence of a museum inventory from the Prussian period, causes a considerable difficulty in identifying
the original provenience of the objects*”.

A considerable number of objects from the history department, which were in the museum’ collection until
1920, are now presented in the permanent exhibition on the history of the town, which opened in 1974**. From
the number and variety of the preserved objects, we can deduce that the members of the Antiquities Society acquired,
through purchases and donations, objects related primarily to the history of Grudzigdz and the surrounding area,
but not omitting items from other parts of the world. Among the most valuable items in the inventory of iconog-

raphy there are four world atlases from the 18th century*®

and an atlas of the War of the Spanish Succession from
1701-1714, published around 1715**. The interest in cartography must have been very high among the Antiquities
Society members, as it is evidenced by the numerous surviving individual maps of continents, countries and cit-
ies of various parts of the world. The oldest map (of Austria) in the iconographic collection was published in
Antwerp in 1584*”. Very little information has survived regarding photographs and postcards. As the members
of the Antiquities Society themselves indicated, they also collected contemporary objects, and by the number of such
collections preserved to date, there is no doubt that the collection was supplemented systematically until around 1918.
Analysis of individual objects confirms that no inventory numbers were recorded on the objects until 1939, so we do

not know whether they were recorded in the main inventory*.

From the section of historical-artistic objects, noteworthy is the collection of stamp pistons with the coats of arms,
guild, military, and municipal seals. The seal of the city of Grudziadz from 1693 is particularly valuable*”.

In 1916, the museum’s collection was enlarged with exhibits transferred from the closed-down Courbiere Museum,
located in the Grudziadz fortress, thus another exhibition dedicated to the site and its commandant was arranged.
In return for this transfer, the West Prussian 175th Infantry Regiment got money (1,500 marks) from the city
for the construction of a new casino?”. We do not know the full list of exhibits donated to the institution, they can be
only determined from photographs published in the German press from 1908, as well as negatives and photographs
from 1916. Out of the history department, the most valuable exhibits presented in this exhibition included maps
and plans of the fortress from the late 18th and first half of the 19th century, firearms (flintlock and percussion rifles,
flintlock and percussion pistols), cold weapon (sabres, cleavers), Courbiere’s personal mementos (documents, seals),
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regimental cannons?'¥, keys to the fortress*?, and iron balls.

After the museum was taken over by the Polish authorities in 1920, the custodian and the curator of the collection,
Rev. Dr Wladystaw Lega, did not change the permanent exhibition until 1939. The manuscript inventory he kept
from 1923 to 1939 leads us to the conclusion that he was especially interested in objects related to the fields of archae-
ology, numismatics, ethnography, and ethnology. The first entry in the inventory book regarding the history depart-
ment dates back to 1928 (combat communique from 1863)*%. If we accept the current classification of the collections,
it turns out that during the Second Republic of Poland, only 10-12 inventory items were added to the museum’s col-
lection, the most valuable of which is a seven-barrel cannon from the 17th century, found in the attic of the church in
Czarze in the Chelmno county, purchased by the Rev. Lega in 1936°*'. There is a high probability that the curator also
collected contemporary objects (maps, postcards, photos, posters, documents), but did not consider them strictly
museum collections*?. When H. B. Meyer was appointed the director of the museum during the German occupa-
tion, he conducted an extensive historical query, thanks to which he acquired many museum items through gifts and
purchases, especially elements of uniforms, cold weapons and firearms. However, these were objects related primarily
to the “German” history of the city. The history of Grudzigdz in the period of Polish rule until the 18th century
and in the Second Republic of Poland was almost completely omitted by him or was used for anti-Polish Nazi prop-
aganda, as evidenced by exhibitions organized in the years 1940-1944.

THE NUMISMATIC DEPARTMENT

The history of the rich and extensive collection of numismatic objects that are today the property
of the Rev. Dr Wladystaw Lega Museum in Grudziadz is closely related to the activities of the Antiquities Society
(Alterthums-Gesellschaft Graudenz) in the city since the end of 1883 and the establishment of the museum in June
of the following year.

In addition to archaeological objects constituting the main axis of the collection and research conducted by members
of the Antiquities Society (especially in the first period of activity), as well as historical exhibits and art artefacts,
numismatic relics had been of interest to the museum’s creators from the very beginning. The core of the collection
consisted of private possessions of people involved in the activities of the Alterthums-Gesellschaft and finds from
nearby archaeological excavations, donated when the museum was established**.

Initially, numismatic artefacts did not form a separate collection. For the first dozen of years of the museum activ-
ity, they remained catalogued in the main museum inventory***. This changed at the beginning of the 20th century.
In March/April 1901, a separate catalogue was created in which numismatic artefacts were entered — mainly coins
and medals and - initially in small amount - paper money. The works were coordinated by Prof. Dr Ignatz Praetorius,
a member of the Antiquities Society, who took care of the numismatic collection®”. In July 1903, the second volume
of the inventory was created.

The Grudzigdz museum was interested in coins from all over Europe and the world. From the very beginning,
the largest group consisted of numismatic items related by their provenance to various forms of German state-
hood. At the time of the museum’s establishment and during the first decades of its operation, i.e. in the times
of the German Empire, which existed from 1871, numerously represented objects were issued in its parts — kingdoms:
Prussia, Bavaria, Saxony, and Wiirttemberg, great duchies (including Baden) and duchies or free Hanseatic cities
(e.g. Hamburg). Coins of the Kingdom of Prussia, in which Grudzigdz was located from 1772, were particularly

eagerly included in the collection. The catalogues indicate over 700 such inventory items**.

A large part of the coins came from the most recent periods - in relation to the moment they were included
in the collection - i.e. from the 18th, 19th and early 20th centuries, but there were also items minted by Roman
emperors**® and medieval Teutonic and Polish coins. Moreover, coins included in the collection in the first period
of the museum’s operation, i.e. until 1920*, also came from other European countries including: Austria-Hungary*!,

Bulgaria®?, Denmark®”, France**, Greece**

, Italy*, the countries of the Iberian Peninsula (Spain and Portugal were
collectively included in the catalogue)*’, the Netherlands (this group included Belgium, Holland, and Luxembourg)**,

Norway*¥, Russia**’, Romania*", Serbia**?, Switzerland**, Sweden**, Turkey (“and friendly countries”)**, and Great

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Britain?*®. In addition, the collection included coins from countries located on both American continents (recorded

collectively)*’, China**, and Persia*®.

Metallic coins, especially those minted from gold, certainly had an important place in the collections.
Until 1939 (however there are many indications that throughout its history), the Grudzigdz museum collection
included 23 gold coins. This number of entries exists on the pages of volumes I and II of the inventory. At least nine
of them were purchased®". It is difficult to identify the precise moment when the first gold coins entered the collec-
tion. However, it is possible (according to the available data) that these were: the Gdansk ducat of Jan IIT Sobieski
from 1688, the Dutch ducat of Joseph II Habsburg from 1783, and the Austrian ducat of Ferdinand I from 1848,
which significantly enriched the collection in early 1904*".

The above-mentioned Gdansk (Danzig) ducat from the end of the 17th century with the image of the Polish monarch
would today constitute the most valuable exhibit in the collection of the Numismatic Cabinet in terms of history
and collectors. Unfortunately, it has not survived to this day.

In addition to fully-fledged (state) coins, the Grudzigdz museum’s collection included substitute coins. Their issuers
were usually city and county boards. They were put into circulation, at certain moments in history, due to the current
needs for short-term money in low denominations. Until 1920, the collection included several dozen pieces in total**.

The collection of medals was especially rich. It consisted of over 400 objects*”. They included common objects,
but there were also valuable items, and what is important in the context of the issue of war losses — nowadays rare
and precious.

For natural reasons, a large percentage of the entire medal collection of the Grudzigdz museum consisted of products
of Prussian-German provenience. There were also numerous French, English and Russian medals. Individual objects
came from Italy, Sweden, Spain, and the United States of America. In this context, it is worth noting that the rep-
resentation of medals of Polish origin in the museum collections was only symbolic, which was quite characteristic
of a strongly germanised city, such as Grudziadz at the end of the 19th and the beginning of the 20th century***.

The vast majority of objects — in accordance with the idea of medals — had memorial-, commemorative- or award-re-
lated character. During the times of domination of absolute monarchies in Europe, but also in the 19th and early
20th centuries, the figures of kings and emperors were featured on medals with great eagerness and frequency

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to celebrate various events in their lives and the functioning of the state. These included the moments of accession

to the throne, anniversaries of coronations and births, marriages of rulers, etc.””

Another large group of medals in the collection of the Grudzigdz museum related to wars, mainly those in which
the Kingdom of Prussia or the German Empire was a party. Among the conflicts - the topic most frequently discussed
in medallic art in the 19th and early 20th centuries, as the largest number of medals in the collections came from
these periods - the Napoleonic Wars and the Franco-Prussian War (1870-1871) should undoubtedly be mentioned.

Medals and their smaller forms (medallions) of a religious nature were very eagerly collected. Among objects of
this type, the Antiquities Society in Grudzigdz acquired a collection of papal medals from the 16th-19th centuries
or memorabilia of the Reformation and related events and their subsequent anniversaries.

A large group of objects in the collections related to industrial, agricultural, etc. exhibitions eagerly organized
in the “long 19th century”. Most of these medals concerned exhibitions organized in German countries.

Only a small group of products of medallic art was directly associated with Grudziadz, the seat of the museum
and the Antiquities Society. These included medals from industrial exhibitions organized in the city in 1885
and 1896, and a memorial medal of the 129th Infantry Regiment stationed in the local garrison in 1906.

A large group of medallic art collections were modern and late modern tokens, including jetons, popular in Europe
since the Middle Ages and used, among others, in accounting, but also in social games, and later also collected.
Payment tokens — a substitute form for money, were quite rare in the collection of the museum in Grudziadz.
The most interesting object, and directly related to Grudziadz, is a token with a face value of 10 pfennigs for an elec-
tric tram ride.

The third main group of the numismatic collection contained paper money, including substitute money and securi-
ties. It was a narrow group of exhibits. Only replacement vouchers constituted a larger collection.

The museum collection created by the German Antiquities Society included a dozen or so of full-fledged banknotes,
among others, American dollars, Brazilian reals and pesos, Prussian thalers, Austrian kreutsars, Turkish piasters,
and the Greek drachma*®.

Securities in the collection were only represented by a 50-thaler share of the Brodnica-Grudzigdz Road Construction
Society from 1847 along with eight coupons for the years 1852-1859, which was donated by Jacob Bohm in 1903%”.

The above-mentioned collection of substitute paper money in the Grudzigdz museum, numbering over a hun-
dred pieces (until 1920), is related to emissions from the times of the Great War and financial market disrup-
tions, i.e. the outflow of metallic coins from circulation, and even those minted from base metals, and the need
to fill the shortage of low-denomination means of payment to ensure relatively normal money circulation.
The largest group in the collection, over 70 pieces, came from the cities of the German Reich. The remaining ones

had, among others, French and Russian provenance®*.

A separate collection consisted of vouchers intended for internal circulation in several prisoner of war camps from
World War I, intended for officers and enlisted men of the Entente countries. These were objects collected almost
on an ongoing basis and included in museum collections at the end of the second decade of the 20th century. Several
of them also came from the Grudzigdz camp*”.

It is necessary to briefly discuss the methods of obtaining objects for collections. The basic source for creating the
core of the numismatic collection at the time of the museum’s establishment, as well as the vast majority of contri-
butions in the following decades, were gifts. A smaller group consisted of purchases of new exhibits. A major contri-
bution to the initial development of the collection was made by Prof. Praetorius. He carried out extensive activities
promoting the museum’s activities, the aim of which was to acquire new objects. Members of the Antiquities Society
and numerous guests gave lectures that generated a positive response among the local society. Objects were trans-
ferred individually or as part of a group. New acquisitions were often reported in the local press — the daily newspaper
“Der Gesellige™®. This was the case, for example, in November 1904:

[...] The coin collection of the Grudziadz Antiquities Society has increased since April 1904.
This was announced by Prof. Dr Praetorius at the last meeting.

Mr. Rahmel donated a number of smaller silver and copper coins: Russian, Polish, Austrian,
and Prussian. The oldest of them is a shilling of John Casimir of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania
from 1661. Russian silver coins of 20 and 10 kopecks are particularly valuable.

Mr. Kriiger, a teacher at the school named after Victoria, gave a blackened and chipped thaler
of Frederick William III from 1814 and a Swedish copper coin - one 6re of Gustaf Adolf from 1628,
which are not rare in the Vistula area from that time. This one was minted in Nykoping. Swedish

trading cities then had the right to mint their own coins, just like Gdansk, Elblag, and Torun. [...]

[...] Mr. Captain Mathes, in a manner worthy of appreciation, purchased for the Society a val-
uable silver coin from 1689 of the Bishop of Osnabriick and Prince of Braunschweig-Liineburg,
Ernst August, with the inscription on the rim: Sola Bona Quae Honesta; and a Meissen penny
of Frederick William II, Landgrave of Thuringia (1639-1669), as well as four bracteates from
the 12th and 13th centuries.

Silver coins were purchased for the collection from Mr. J. Holzmann from Grudzigdz for half
of their former value: 11 Prussian, 2 Saxon, 1 Hessian, 1 Polish. In addition, one well-preserved
half-groat coin by Winrych von Kniprode from 1370 entered the collection. The oldest of these
11 coins was from 1765. Mr. Holzmann also donated 3 rare foreign coins from a more recent period.

The most important of the mentioned coins were presented to the meeting by the speaker®' [...].

Much detailed information about new acquisitions is also contained in inventories, which in many cases indicate
single or complete data on the method of acquisition (date of addition to the collection, name of the donor or seller,
and the price - if the object was purchased)**.

Another source of supplementing the collections were archaeological excavations and accidental discoveries of treas-
ures. Some of them constituted the basis of the collections when the museum was established. Important discoveries
that were transferred to the collection included a medieval hoard of silver cut coins (hacksilver), discovered in Uscie
in 1872, and coins from excavations carried out in Gruczno®®.

Contrary to opinions in the literature, in the years after the death of Prof. Praetorius in the autumn of 1908, the col-
lection of the Grudzigdz museum was successfully continuing to grow. Moreover, it was the period of 1909-1920,
and especially the second decade of the 20th century, that brought the greatest development of the collection®**.
This is evidenced by the number of exhibits included in the inventory, as well as the fact that most of the gold coins
were obtained through gifts and purchases at that time. Of the 17 such objects whose date of addition is known,
as many as 16 enriched the Grudziadz collection during this period (1914-1918, i.e. during the World War I)*®.

One more issue is worth mentioning here. When the Great War broke out in 1914, the museum in Grudziadz sus-
pended its activities for less than two years*®. The war was a difficult time and although the city was never in danger
due to the course of events on the Eastern Front, there were general limitations related to the ongoing military oper-
ations — although far from Grudzigdz. This did not prevent the activity of the Antiquities Society, including expand-
ing the museum collection, although initially without the possibility of its wider public presentation. Interestingly,
in times of the ongoing war and the widespread phenomenon of hoarding and creating private treasures from valua-
ble items, especially at the beginning of the conflict, which included medals made of precious metals, coins, including
objects minted from gold, the years of World War I saw a particularly large enrichment of the numismatic collec-
tion®”’. Moreover, even when the museum was not operating, on January 1, 1915, the 3rd volume of the inventory
of coins, medals, and paper money was created, in which in the following years, attempts were made to organize
the collections in the form of an index. At the end of the index, there was also a list of banknotes and substitute paper
money, which were included in the catalogue lists for the first time. Volume III was founded by Prof. Dr Friedrich
Bredau, who, before the outbreak of the Great War, became a member of the Board of the Antiquities Society
as the guardian of the numismatic collection (German: Miinzwart)*®. He also kept entries in all three parts of the
inventory.

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The exhibitions of the museum in Grudziadz from the turn of the 19th and 20th centuries in the field of numismat-
ics require a brief outline. At that time, for many reasons, there was only a small number of exhibitions organized
at the facility in comparison to the period since the second half of the 20th century. One of the reasons for that was
difficult housing conditions and extremely frequent changes of the museum’s headquarters*.

Already in mid-1893, after less than a decade of operation, all the exhibits were moved in boxes and deposited
in the junior high school at today’s Sienkiewicza Street. No exhibition activities were carried out during this period.

Then, in April 1899, a new exhibition was opened in the refectory and other rooms of the former Jesuit college.
Unfortunately, there was no room for coins and medals. They were moved to the private apartment of Prof. Praetorius,
as the guardian of the collection, where they were kept until his death, at least until October 1908. Then the collection
was deposited in the city treasury department. This took place at a time when the construction of a new museum
building at Lipowa Street (today Legionow Street) was already in progress*”°.

The newly constructed building was the first suitable location for a permanent museum exhibition, as well as a space
for temporary exhibitions. The museum was opened on 24 May 1912%”". It did not function for long, as already
at the outbreak of the Great War, in 1914, it was closed again by the order of the Governor of the Grudziagdz Fortress,
and the exhibition rooms were emptied. It was not until April 1916 that the exhibition was reopened*?. According
to preserved photographs, the exhibition also included numismatic relics. Among other objects, medals relating

to the Napoleonic Wars*”?, banknotes - American dollars**, and securities were displayed*”>.

Based on the decision of the Treaty of Versailles of June 1919, Grudziagdz returned to Poland in January 1920 as a result
of the military revindication process of the Pomeranian Front. The newly forming Polish administrative authorities
formally took over the state property. The museum’s headquarters did not change - it was still a building on what was
then Lipowa Street. The first exhibition, still organised under the auspices of the Polish Army, was opened in spring.
In the early months, many state institutions and bodies used the organisations, experience, manpower, and premises
that were at the disposal of the Army, and in particular the territorial level of the country’s military administration.
Such was the case with the General District Command “Pomerania’, established in 1919 in absentia, the command
of which had just been formed in Grudziadz.

Formally, the museum’s governing body was still the German Antiquities Society under the leadership of Professor
Giinther”®. This situation lasted for quite a long time, until the beginning of January 1921. At that time, by a decision
of the Grudziadz City Council, the collection was handed over to the custody of the county committee of the Society
of People’s Reading Rooms (TCL) and the Museum Section established under it*”’. At the time when the collection
was taken over by the Polish side, it numbered about four thousand coins, medals, and banknotes*”®.

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The period of the change of Pomeranian statehood, connected with the Paris Peace Conference and setting con-
ditions that were difficult for the German Reich to accept after losing the war, and the international approval of
these decisions, resulted in significant emigration of the German population from the areas that were to be returned
to Poland. At the same time, there was an exportation on a huge scale of state property which, according to the
decisions, should have been handed over to the Polish state. This process was most intensified in the second half of
1919, although it also continued in subsequent years, especially with regard to the exodus of the German popula-
tion*®. This period, as can be assumed, was the first moment when the condition of the Grudzigdz museum’s col-
lections suffered. In the present state of research, more extensive data on this subject are not known**. With regard
to the numismatic collection, however, it is worth mentioning at least one example. Among the exhibits deleted from
the museum’s inventory was a gold coin. Donated and included in the collection in 1916, the 1792 Dutch ducat was
sold in September 1920 to a German, one of the Grudzigdz teachers and also a member of the Antiquities Society*®'.
The time of the transaction and the official removal of the coin from the museum’s records is the most interesting
in this case. As indicated, this took place already during the period of belonging of Grudzigdz and Pomerania
to Poland, but still at a time when the guardian of the collection was Alterthums-Gesellschatft.

In July 1921, the museum was officially opened. In 1922, Rev. Wiadystaw Lega, chaplain and administrator
of the military parish in the Grudziadz garrison, became the honorary custodian of the museum, i.e. one who does

not receive remuneration for his function??

. He set to work organising exhibitions and enlarging the collection.
He divided the artefacts into categories. Initially, in 1922, numismatics were not classified in any of them, but men-

tioned separately:

“[...] We should also mention the rather rich collection of coins, either older, found in excavation
sites, or newer; medieval, and contemporary; they are mostly kept in the bank. A collection of war
vouchers, mostly German, has been started; it would be worth to complete it with Polish vouchers,
especially from Pomeranian cities” [...]**.

Already in the first period of his work for the museum, Rev. Lega noticed the need for a scientific description
of the collections and the publication of a professional catalogue of artefacts in print, and at the same time the neces-
sity for activities in the field of exhibitions and popularisation, and museum education. He also emphasised the need
to enlarge the collections*,

In November 1922, the first temporary numismatic exhibition was organised. Around 300 coins and paper money
substitutes®, including vouchers from prisoners-of-war camps®¢, were presented in four display cabinets located
in the archaeology section of the exhibition. The exhibition was open to the public on Wednesdays, Saturdays

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and Sundays and holidays*”. The number of objects on display clearly indicates that some of them were new museum
acquisitions, obtained between 1921 and 1922. The exhibition was subsequently expanded to include other additions.
The request of the Museum Section of the TCL was answered by the magistrates of Pomeranian towns and by private

individuals, who donated further exhibits?®.

In 1924, Rev. Lega made minor changes to the layout of the museum exhibition and then published a guide

to the museum?®®’. The numismatic collection formed the second of the museum’s six departments*°. He charac-

terised it as follows: “A numismatic department including Roman, medieval, modern coins, numerous pieces from

the mints of Poland, Pomerania, Gdansk, Torun, Elblag and Malbork, war vouchers and medals”*"

The main exhibition changed periodically. As it seems, it was not always modified in its entirety. Rather, from time
to time, a certain number of coins/medals were removed and others were presented in their place. At the time
of the guide’s publication in 1924, Polish coins from the 14th to 18th centuries were on display*2. However, already
the description of the museum that appeared a year later in one of the periodicals indicates that “Brandenburg-
Prussian coins from the Middle Ages were presented, among them the 12th century denarius of Przybystaw”*".
Numismatic objects were displayed in cabinets on the ground floor of the museum building, in the second of four

exhibition rooms**.

A rather extensive description of the museum by Rajmund Bergel from 1924 does not bring additional information
about the numismatic collection in the inter-war period. It only mentions a treasure of coins from Uscie, which had
already been included in the collection®”. Archaeological excavations and accidental treasure discoveries were one
of the sources from which objects expanding the Grudzigdz museum collection came from, also in the inter-war
period*®®.

Rev. Lega created a new inventory of the collection in the inter-war period. However, it has not been found up to
this day. At the same time, he established another (third) volume of the catalogue in 1923, as a continuation of the
two previous parts kept during the period when the museum was managed by the Antiquities Society*”. By the out-
break of war in 1939, 85 items had been entered into it, grouping several hundred numismatic exhibits. Nevertheless,

it is difficult to determine the precise number of pieces. Probably due to his numerous duties as a military chaplain
and other functions held, Rev. Lega could not devote enough time to matters concerning museum documentation.
The inventory was therefore kept in an insufficient manner®*. As a result, it is extremely difficult to characterise
museum acquisitions from the inter-war period. Certainly, a group of money substitutes — coins and vouchers from
1914-1920 - was numerous. As it was already mentioned, the size of the numismatic collection at the time the collec-
tion was taken over from the Antiquities Society was estimated at around four thousand objects. Despite numerous
additions, the same number was given by Rev. Lega a dozen or so years later, determining the size of the collection
in 1937%°. Numismatic items accounted for approximately 45% of the museum’s total number of exhibits.

More data can be presented with regard to the ways in which relics were acquired. The majority came from dona-
tions, primarily from private individuals. Grudziadz citizens were the most frequent donors**. However, these were
mostly accidental objects. In turn, from 1932 onwards, a large proportion of the artefacts that were incorporated into
the collection came from purchases. Unfortunately, due to the lack of sufficient financial resources, it was usually
impossible (as is the case today) to acquire objects of particular historical value®*'. Rev. Lega reported on new numis-
matic acquisitions, as vaguely as in the case of Volume III of the inventory, in the pages of Zapiski Towarzystwa
Naukowego w Toruniu*” (Records of the Scientific Society in Torun) and occasionally in the regional press®®.
For example, this is how he reported on acquisitions to the museum for the year 1932: “Unidentified person donated
a commemorative medal dated 1888 and war vouchers. Purchases were made of a silver coin of Sigismund the Old,
a silver Frisian coin from 1598, and several other silver and copper coins™".

The most valuable artefacts, which included gold jewellery and unspecified coins, had been stored in a bank safe-de-
posit box since at least 1924°. Then, on 7 November 1932, Rev Lega deposited 264 coins and the gold valuables
in a safety vault in the town hall*®. It can be assumed that these were artefacts that had previously been in the
bank. Although no further information is available as to what exactly these numismatic items were, gold coins®”’
and the most valuable pieces minted from silver were certainly subject to special protection. However, the number
of antiquities rather suggests that medals of high historical and market value were also locked up in the safety vault.

THE ART DEPARTMENT

The art collection was only separated in the post-war history of the Grudzigdz museum, in 1960. Until the creation
of a separate section, individual objects were part of the historical or ethnological departments. When describing
the exhibits in 1925, Rev. Wladyslaw Lega mentions that they were assigned to the following departments: prehis-
toric, cultural-historic, ethnological, numismatic and natural history*®. In the questionnaire sent to the Ministry
of Religious Denominations and Public Enlightenment®® as of 1 January 1937, 21 paintings were listed from the art
collection, no artefacts were recorded under the sculpture section, while “33 old engravings, a few drawings” were
listed in the prints’ section. The entry in the art industry section is also interesting: “Several cabinets, relics of the city
guilds” It is worth noting that the objects related to artistic crafts are today partly in the Art Department and partly
in the History Department.

Archiwum Akt Nowych (the Archives of Modern Records, abbrev. AAN) has preserved tables showing the war-
time losses of museums and public collections in numerical terms. In the column attributed to Grudziadz there
are actually only few losses in the field of arts and crafts: 8 sculptures, 7 paintings, 1 print, 5 pieces of furniture,
23 ceramic objects, 9 gold objects, 1 precision instrument’'’. Another fairly interesting source is Przewodnik po
Muzeum Miejskiem w Grudzigdzu published by Rev. Lega in 1924. In the artistic industry section, he identifies,
among others, a copper box richly decorated with figures, a fishing guild cup from 1734, a lathe guild cup from 1739,
a carpenters’ guild cup from 1786, a glovers’ emblem, a pewter inkwell, a chalice from the Castle Hill, an old Danzig
cupboard, a large mortar from 1653, a faience statue from ca. 1760, plates and tiles from Delft, a faience jug from
1770-1788, a model of the old Town Hall, as well as unspecified portraits and prints. In addition, the cultural and his-
torical section lists watercolours, a painted portrait of Sigismund III*"!, and French, English and Polish engravings*.

Due to the scarcity of written documents surviving from the first two decades of the 20th century, the identification
of the losses, which include paintings, artistic crafts and sculptural objects, was based primarily on photographs
made on glass plates dating from around 1916. These made it possible to identify in the catalogue (chapter 6 of this
publication) dozens of museum artefacts that were lost due to various circumstances during the Second World War.
Unfortunately, the blurred fragments of photographs did not allow all the artefacts to be identified.

“Katalog IIT™*", which lists objects donated between 1923 and 1947, proves to be a valuable source of information.
The first mention of an art object is the entry from 1925 stating that Mr W. Heinke from Grudziadz donated an oil
painting depicting a Pomeranian landscape painted by Franciszek Konitzer (1882-1952)*'. This painting is recorded

The same sources mention purchases in 1926, which include a landscape depicting Lanckorona by A. Grabowski -
under no. 5443 - probably a work by Andrzej Grabowski (1833-1883). Another painting is entered in 1926 under
no. 5446 - “Portrait of Dykiert by Stachiewicz”. It is possible that this refers to Rev. Zygmunt Dykiert (1890-1981)°'¢,
the chief chaplain of General Dowbor-Musnicki’s troops, while under the name “Stachiewicz”, we can identify
the Krakow painter Piotr Stachiewicz (1858-1930).

Among the gifts given in 1929 by Lieutenant Marian Hernik of the 18th Lancers Regiment, there were two art
objects: “a Renaissance sculpture, gilded miniature” inscribed under no. 5511 and “a French engraving depict-
ing Czestochowa and its defence of 1655” under no. 5515. Unfortunately, the too vague description of the object
and the lack of surviving photographic documentation, make it impossible to identify the artefacts in detail.
The imprecision of the notation - in Wtadystaw Legas article stating: “an engraving from 1655, depicting the

defence of Czestochowa™!” — would suggest that the engraving was made in 1655, but it is more likely that it

depicts events taking place in that year.

Unfortunately, the museum inventory entry dated 1933, which reports a “silver oval sculpture 3 cm high” found by
Mr Kruszewski on the slopes of the Grudziadz citadel (no. 5650) is also of little relevance to the study of war losses.

In W. Legas article it was described as a “silver miniature™'®.

In 1934, there was a mention that Rev. Lega deposited a wooden sculpture framing a stoup in a church in Swiekatéw
in the Swiecie County (no. 5662), a bronze figure representing a goat, found by Mr Menzedorf in the courtyard
of the Grudziadz town hall in 1907 (no. 5663), and an old telescope (no. 5664).

It was quite common practice for grateful artists to donate their work to the museum’s collection after a completed
exhibition. In 1936, three painting exhibitions were held in the rooms of the building on Lipowa Street, two of which
had an impact on the growth of the museum’ collection. The first exhibition presented works by Grudziadz painters
such as: Julian Zelek (1900-1939), Franciszek Szymanski (1905-1945), Wactaw Pidrczynski (1873-1937), Brunon
Franowski (1894-1957) and others. After its completion, Franciszek Szymanski donated an oil painting of his own
authorship entitled “Morze” depicting the sea coast with nets (no. 5699)*" to the museum’s collection. The second one
was an exhibition by Torun artists — brothers Bruno (1882-1969) and Feliks (1884-1935) Gestwicki. Under no. 5700,
the inventory listed a watercolour painting “Kosciét w Lakiem” by Gestwicki. However, Lega adds the information
that it is Feliks's painting only in his article and specifies that the historic church from Lakie in the Lubawa county**
no longer existed in 1937°*'. Feliks Gestwicki died in 1935. His brother became the disposer of his works, thanks to
whom they were exhibited in the Grudzigdz museum, and later, one of them was added to the institution’s collection.
A report on the vernissage described Feliks’ work as follows: “From his numerous journeys throughout Pomerania,

Mr Gestwicki painted a number of scenes from various localities, with a strong compositional approach, fabulously

clean and precise drawing, bright colours and good shading.”**

In 1937, two art donations were made to the museum. The first painting is a “Portret dziewczynki z Skarlina pod
Lubawg” (no. 5715) by Alojzy Ewertowski. Not much is known about the artist. There are only brief mentions that
he came from Skarlin near Lubawa, graduated from the Academy of Fine Arts in New York, and his works were
exhibited in 1935 at the Winter Salon of the Institute of Art Propaganda in Warsaw and at exhibitions at the Krakéw
Society of Friends of Fine Arts (in Polish: Towarzystwo Przyjaciét Sztuk Pigknych w Krakowie, abbrev. TPSP) and

the Artus Court in Torun’?.

The second painting was donated by the family of an artist known as Gaszynski from Lviv***. This is “Portret
Lwowianki” (the Portrait of a Lviv Woman), entered in the catalogue under no. 5718. It is most likely a work by Maciej
Gaszynski (born circa 1805, died after 1868), a draftsman and painter who emigrated to France after the 1830 upris-
ing. He returned to Poland in the 1840s. He first stayed in Poznan and then moved to Lviv. His portraits are in the
collections of the National Museum in Krakéw, the National Museum in Warsaw, the University of Warsaw Library,
the National Library, and the Lviv Art Gallery*».

“Katalog III” does not cover the period of the Second World War; however, the information about the acquisitions at
the time is supplemented by the correspondence of the director Hans Barnhard Meyer**, his publication Graudenz.
Eine Stadtgeschichte in Bildern from 1941, as well as photographic documentation taken during the occupation.
Glass photographic plates are valuable to the Art Department as they are documenting individual objects — both
those that were in the collection before the outbreak of war as well as those acquired during the war. Among the
paintings and prints, they present three works by Gustav Breuning —“View of Grudzigdz from the Castle Hill, before
18767, “View from the Castle Hill at the foot of the ruins of the Teutonic Castle, with the over-kilometre-long railway
bridge built in 1879” and “View of Grudzigdz” from 1884; “Portrait of teacher Bruno Pompecki”**” from ca. 1917
by Emil Stanke®?; “Panorama of Grudzigdz” by Wilhelm Burza from 1922; an uncompleted school design project
from 1914 signed C.G.; “View of Grudziadz from the Castle Mountain” by Herbert Wentscher; two paintings by Fritz
Bayerlein - “the Vistula” and “Rog6zno” from the 1940s, and “St Mary’s Church” by Berthold Frantz Hellingrath.
The listed works by Fritz Bayerlein, Herbert Wentscher and Berthold Frantz Hellingrath probably entered the col-
lection in 1942 after the exhibition “Siiddeutsche Maler sehen das Ordensland™?. It is worth noting that, in addi-
tion to the lost “View of Grudziadz from the Castle Mountain’, other works by Herbert Wentscher have survived
in the museum’s collections and are listed in the contemporary inventory of paintings (MG/M/36 and MG/M/37)

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and prints (MG/G/19, MG/G/218 and MG/G/224) - the provenance of these works is unknown, but they are all
labelled as coming from “former collections”.

CHAPTER

|GTHE GERMAN

(1939-1944)




Dawid Schoenwald

On 1 September 1939, Nazi Germany attacked Poland, triggering the outbreak of the Second World War.
All cultural institutions in the country were closed. On 4 September, the German army entered Grudziadz, tak-
ing over, among other things, the museum building. The over five-year occupation of the city began, marked
by the destruction of Polish culture and education through the liquidation of schools, libraries, and the museum,
as well as the extermination of intellectuals. From the very beginning of the war, the authorities of the Third Reich
planned to annex the territory of the former Pomeranian Voivodeship, considering it ethnically German, while
the Poles were to disappear from this area through deportation and physical liquidation'. Adolf Hitler’s decree
of 8 October 1939 unilaterally incorporated the western territories of Poland into the Reich. On 26 October the Reich
District of West Prussia was created, and renamed a few days later as the District of Danzig — West Prussia, the head
of which became Albert Forster, acting as the Reich Governor and at the same time as the Gauleiter (the regional
leader of the Nazi Party, NSDAP).

The occupation authorities were aware that the area had been polonised after the end of the First World War
and the signing of the Treaty of Versailles which had resulted in the exodus of the German population to the Reich
(the so-called “optants” - those exercising the right to choose their citizenship)®. In view of this, it was decided
to remove everything that is Polish as soon as possible, with cultural institutions playing a major role in the restora-
tion of “national identity in the National Socialist spirit”, and the City Museum in Grudzigdz was the most important
institution of this kind.

Shortly after Grudziagdz was incorporated into the Third Reich, Hans Bernhard Meyer took the position
of the museum director.

He was born on 20 August 1898 in Gdansk and was associated with this city until the outbreak of the Second World
War. In August 1916, he was recruited into the army and served in the infantry. In April 1917, when he was taken
prisoner in France, he held the rank of sergeant. He received the rank of lieutenant in 1922° From 1920 to 1923,
he studied medicine at the universities of Heidelberg, Freiburg/Breisgau and Konigsberg, but did not complete his
studies. He worked as a merchant and painter, and from 1929 to 1934 undertook further studies in Konigsberg
in the history of art, obtaining a doctorate in philosophy”. After obtaining his diploma, he got a job at the City

Museum in Gdansk, where he worked with Willy Drost on an inventory of the monuments of Gdansk. Before
the war broke out in 1939, he had already written scholarly articles for periodicals and newspapers and was
the author of several books on the history of Gdansk — Hundert Jahre Kunstverein zu Danzig (1935), Schaffende
Hand, kidmpfendes Land. Das Buch einer Heimat (1937), a guidebook Danzig (1939), Danzig in schonen Bildern
(1939), Vom Alt-Danziger Schiffsverkehr und Hafenbetrieb (1939). He held the position as the director of the Museum
in Grudziadz until the end of 1944. After the end of the Second World War he worked as a teacher of art history
at the State Art School in Hamburg. He was also the editor of the displaced persons’ magazine “Der Westpreusse”
and “Unser Danzig”, as well as numerous publications in the fields of art, history, poetry, among others — Méwen
umbkreisen das Krantor (1954), Das Danziger Volksleben (1956), Danzig in 144 Bildern (1956), WestpreufSische
Wippchen (1957), Westpreussen in 144 Bildern (1959), Bowkes und Pomuchelskopp. SpafSige Erzihlchen aus Danzig
(1970). He died on 21 April 1982 in Reinbeck (Schleswig-Holstein).

Apart from the director, six people found a job at the Museum: a clerk - an office worker, a stenographer, a tech-
nical assistant, a storekeeper, a carpenter, and a janitor. The institution was subordinate to the municipal Office of
Culture (Kulturamt), which was housed in the building of the county authority at 12 Miynska Street, destroyed in
1945°. Meyer also maintained a lively correspondence with the school councillor (Schulrat) Schikorr. After taking
up his post, the director began arranging a new historical exhibition, which - in addition to the history of the city
— presented artefacts glorifying the Third Reich, as well as discrediting the Polish army. A striking evidence of the
German curator’s intentions was breaking the Polish emblem over the entrance to an exhibition depicting the war
against Poland during the September campaign®. The first works on the arrangement of the exhibition began in April
1940, and since then we can observe Meyer’s lively correspondence with antiquarians in search of exhibits, especially
military ones (flags, uniforms, military decorations)’. In addition, he placed an order with the UFA concern in Berlin
for the development of 18x24 cm photographs of many towns in former West Prussia, indicating that they would be
presented in a new exhibition with the working title “Weichselland- Ausstellung™®. At the time, two Poles — Aleksander
Wolski and Wiktor Malkowski, who had been transferred to Elblag in May 1940, assisted in the arrangement works’.
In the course of organising the museum artefacts, Meyer noticed considerable lossess in the numismatic collection.
The suspicion of theft fell on the previous curator of the museum, Rev. Dr Wtadystaw £¢ga. In an attempt to find the
missing coins, even his sisters’ flat was searched, of course without success. All in all, Meyer found 886 coins missing,
including all the gold ones'. It was not until late January/early February 1941 that the missing objects, deposited
by Rev. Dr £gga on 7 November 1932, were found in the safety vault in the town hall. A total of 264 of the most val-
uable coins owned by the museum were in the safety vault'.

In June 1940, an announcement was made in the press with an appeal to the German population of Grudzigdz, asking
for donations of plans, photographs, medals, uniforms and other memorabilia relating to Grudzigdz and the former
West Prussia'.

The first exhibition during the period of German occupation was opened on 30 November 1940 under the title
“The Fortified Vistula Land” (“Das Wehrhafte Weichselland”). We can read about the proceedings of this celebration
in the German press:

[...] The City Museum in Grudziagdz opened its doors today with a major exhibition entitled:
“The Fortified Vistula Land”. Extensive renovation works have turned the museum into a valu-
able cultural venue. The representative house at Adolf Hitler Strasse 29 in Grudziadz is constantly
attracting the attention of passers-by and of those who, reading the inscription “Museum-Library”
above the entrance, may have been impatiently asking when the museum would open. And it has
finally happened. However, it required a lot of work to clean, review, tidy, and equip the interiors in
order to create something that, according to German terms, deserves to be called a Place of Culture.
The purposeful and self-sacrificing work of the Museum Director, Dr Meyer, was crowned with
success, which will be appreciated by anyone who, as an attentive visitor, will wander through
the numerous and chic rooms with impressive objects on display. The exhibition entitled
“The Fortified Vistula Land”, opened today, on Sunday morning, by the mayor and county mana-
ger Keller in the presence of numerous guests of honour, has restored the City Museum to its
former purpose as an institution of culture and German education in the Vistula country. Many
people will come here and see in the contents of the exhibition, which reaches far beyond the area
of a single town or county, not only the defensive attitude of the inhabitants of this land since pre-
historic times, but also facts from the past and present. The exhibition emphasises the Germany
nature of this land, of the country, and accompanies its inhabitants in their struggle to maintain
their nationality... Dr Meyer found this museum from the Polish period dirty, neglected, partly
robbed. For example, 900 pieces are missing from the coin collection. Apart from worthless items,
the Poles had brought nothing into the museum, not even a thorough cleaning. There were no
furnishings in the management rooms, no books or catalogues. Everything had to be created from
scratch. The rooms and materials were thoroughly renovated. The latter were once again reviewed
and organised, a collection of newspaper cuttings and a photo workshop were established. Finally,
the reopening could take place [...].

After the words of introduction by the museum director and the mayor’s speech on the opening
day, a tour of the exhibition “The Fortified Vistula Land” proceeded. Starting from the homeland
in the narrower sense, it covers the Reichsgau area [Reich District], then it leads from the Old
Germanic fortifications (finds from Rzadz) through the period of the German Order to the guar-
dianship of Grudzigdz in the Frederician period, and then through the Courbiére and the libera-
tion wars of the Napoleonic period to the tradition of the former 17th Army Corps, to conclude
with a description of the effects of the World War [1914-1918] on our land and the liberation
from Polish rule. A special section entitled “Warowny Gdansk” (Fortified Danzig) has been added
to the exhibition. The visitor starts with the weapons of the Stone Age (6000-3000 B.C.), views
the weapons of men in the Bronze and Iron Age, learns about the means of defence of the Goths,
Gepids, and Burgundians who once lived in this area. Next, there is an interesting cist grave from

around 500 BC and rare face urns. On display there are a number of weapons from the monastic

period, numerous acts of granting municipal rights by the Order related to this period, resolutions
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of the Teutonic period are just as interesting as the overview of paintings presenting
“The Country of the Vistula — the Country of Castles” Then the visitor moves from the Teutonic
cross to the Prussian eagle, and into the Frederician period. Here one can see the development
of firearms, maps and plans of the Grudzigdz fortress, and portraits of the military commanders
who used to be in charge here. These are followed by the history of the 17th Army Corps, com-
piled on the basis of various materials — among other things, there are old uniforms that will be
of particular interest to our soldiers. This section also includes collections of orders, and many will
be particularly interested in the complete collection of Iron Crosses.

Then comes the World War with its suffering, upheaval and inflation, and the withdrawal of
the Vistula country. The paintings show the suffering of Germans in Poland, their harassment
and persecution by a foreign nation. The paintings and posters then guide you through liberation
and through the fall of the bloated state. The contribution of Gdansk is taken into account here.
The visit to the rich exhibition of the newly opened Municipal Museum in Grudziadz, to the ope-

ning ceremony of which we will return later, ends in a room with current literature” [...]13.

Among the guests invited to the opening of the exhibition were, among others: Gauleiter Forster (he did not attend
the ceremony), Regency President Keudell, Generals Janssen and Bohnstedt, SA Gruppenfiihrer Ivers, comman-
dants of military formations from the city, Senator Boeck, professors Drost and Keyser, museum directors in Gdansk
and Kwidzyn - Langenheim and Heym'. Moreover, on the occasion, a special guide to the new exhibition
of the museum was published, in which we can find a lot of interesting information about the exhibition:

[...] The Museum of the Third Reich cannot be a random accumulation of individual items, even
the most valuable or rare objects of that time [sic!], but it must fulfil three tasks: collection, research
and education. Exhibiting is part of the museum’s educational work. The education must be histo-
rical and political. This means that the Municipal Museum must also become, quite consciously,
a political institution of a scientific and educational nature.

For a concept guided by a unified main idea, covering all exhibition rooms, including previo-
usly unused ones, the existing collections — also robbed in the last two decades — were much too
small, especially since they were divided into a number of internally completely different areas
of knowledge. Therefore, once again we needed to put a lot of effort into acquiring a lot of items
through purchases, donations, or deposits. The topic of the great exhibition could not be limited,
in the misunderstood local patriotism, to Grudzigdz itself, because behind Grudzigdz stands
the District of Gdansk - West Prussia [Reichsgau Danzig - Westpreuflen], and behind it
the German Reich, to which all our work is ultimately directed. Therefore, Grudzigdz could only be
a strongly emphasized starting point, but not the main objective. From the Early Stone Age thro-
ugh the Bronze and Iron Ages to the Migration Days, this exhibition first shows the heritage of our
Germanic ancestors in the Vistula country. The exhibits, mostly the museum property, from a stone

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axe to a face urn, from a Viking sword to a spear, they say more about the Germanic culture of our
homeland than any scientific abstractions can. The finds from Rzadz (the Grudziagdz county) are
particularly valuable here. In the remaining structure of the exhibition, a lot of space was devoted
to the Teutonic period, which turned the Vistula country into a land of castles. This was followed
by a period of belonging to the Polish Crown, during which the German identity was preserved
in an admirable way. The language remains German, the names of councillors and judges are
German, the files and documents are German, and even those by Polish kings who constantly
renewed old laws for the city of Grudzigdz, and which were never drawn up in Polish, but in Latin
- often with a German translation. Anyone who wanted to acquire civil rights in the cities along the
Vistula River had to be “of legitimate, free, German character and language”. Anyone who was not
of “German nationality” was not allowed.

Naturally, during the siege of the Grudziadz fortress in 1807, special mention is made of General
von Courbiere, who was the only one to resist until the Treaties of Tilsit while all other fortresses
surrendered. Courbiére’s personal memorabilia and a number of weapons and drawings of uni-
forms from his time are on display.

The staircase shows the representation of banners, flags and barracks as well as images of West
Prussian troops which evokes the memory of the former 17th Army Corps, its commanders
and old, well-known uniforms, which are presented on life-size soldier figures. A special display
case contains all classes and types of the Iron Cross ever awarded from 1813 to the present day.

In the World War section, we can see in pictures and documents West Prussian troops fighting on
all fronts of the war and a caring, collecting, giving and starving homeland that ultimately fails,
opens the gates to the red poison and is exposed to the emerging Polish propaganda.

The division of the old province of West Prussia into four parts by the dictate of Versailles, the loss,
despite all protests, of the old German cultural land, and the creation of the Polish State are expla-
ined. This is followed by the efforts to strengthen this Republic, a push towards the “holy Polish
sea’, which was criticised as the Polish “sea sickness” by the far-sighted Pilsudski, who wanted to
live in friendship with Germans, and next, the expansion of the army and fleet and the clamour for
colonies, naturally German ones. All this is presented illustratively next to the literature and maps,
just as the deep contempt for everything German which never died out despite the short policy
of agreement, and which then led to the harassment of the Volksdeutsche. A Polish propaganda
poster shows extremely exaggerated claims to a Polish area almost reaching the borders of Berlin.

Other rooms again evoke the Polish campaign and the days of liberation in September 1939.
In addition to the joy of freedom, there is mourning for the endless rows of bloody victims tortu-
red to death. The reconstruction presented in its initial stage leads to the present day of our work
in the liberated area of the Vistula country.

The special display “Fortified Gdansk” included in the exhibition presents the historical deve-
lopment of this capital of the Reich district with particular emphasis on the will to defend itself,

demonstrated there in all periods from the 15th century, and the fight to maintain the German
identity under the rule of Gauleiter Albert Forster. The exhibition closes with a small presentation
of literature.

It is the wish of the museum management that “The Fortified Vistula Land” exhibition will show
all Grudziadz residents and visitors from the old Reich, and especially our Wehrmacht comrades
transferred here, that Grudzigdz was founded on the hard-won land of the East, and that it has
endured hardship and fought, and will continue to contribute to strengthening and maintaining

the Vistula country forever as a bastion of the Greater German Reich in the East [...]"".

As can be seen from the above description, the main purpose of the exhibition was propaganda addressed to Germans,
in the spirit of the cult of Adolf Hitler and the superiority of the German race over the Slavic nations, emphasizing
the German character of this area over the centuries. It could be viewed every day from 10:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.,
the admission was free of charge.

In January 1941, Meyer began preparations for organizing a large exhibition about the history of Grudziadz, on the
occasion of the 650th anniversary of the city’s founding, which opened in June of that year. In January, he wrote
a letter to the city councilor Krieger, asking for funding for the museum in the amount of 1,200 marks, of which
300 were allocated for the purchase of a bookcase, 700 for the purchase of paintings, graphics, watercolour paintings
of Grudzigdz and West Prussian motifs, and 200 for preparing a wooden model of the old town (Modell der Altstadt
Graudenz), of which Lewart was the main contractor'. This model, later enlarged to include the castle in Grudziadz,
was the decoration of the exhibition, widely praised for its precision and accuracy of workmanship. A lot of informa-
tion about the castle itself regarding its construction and history was provided by Hans Jacobi, the author of mono-
graphs on the castles in Grudzigdz and Rog6zno'’. At the same time, a model of the castle in Radzyn Chetminski was
created.

At the end of 1940, a temporary exhibition entitled “The lifetime achievements of Hans Kyser” (“Das Lebenwerk
Hans Kysers”) was opened. Initially, it was to be closed on January 31, 1941, but, according to correspondence,
it was reopened in the second half of 1941'%. In January of the same year, a special war exhibition entitled “Humor des
Krieges” (the Humour of War) was also opened.

The list of objects purchased or acquired for the museum by Meyer until May 1941, preserved in the Museum
in Grudziadz, constitutes a very valuable document, previously unknown in the literature on the subject'. In addi-
tion to the equipment (including a photography set with a studio, a curtain, a rug, 395 picture and photo frames,

36 window curtains, a vacuum cleaner, 4 flags, 4 glass barriers, 665 negatives, 335 books), the exhibits were listed
together with their quantity:

o 92 graphic sheets;

» 1 watercolour painting;

e 23 copper and tin vessels;

« 84 medals and honorary decorations;

« 5 medals;

e 70 military uniforms;

« 60 contemporary history posters and proclamations.

Additionally, a record of acquisitions of exhibits to the museum, kept in the years 1940-1942, has been preserved,
although not all artefacts transferred to the institution are included in it. Moreover, some of the cards have the entry
“Alte Museumsbestand”, in short — A. Stm. [an old museum collection], which may suggest that Meyer did not actu-
ally find the two main inventory books hidden by Wladystaw Lega and his successor had to re-analyse the preserved
objects himself. A total of 405 pink cards measuring 20x12 cm have been preserved®. The scope and type of objects
obtained was very wide: uniforms, cold weapon, firearms, military equipment, lithographs, photographs, maps, oil
and watercolour paintings, manuscripts, prints, etc.

However, little is known about the looting and relocation of cultural monuments carried out by the “Forschungs-
und Lehrgemeinschaft das Ahnenerbe e.V” (English: “Research and Teaching Association of the Ancestral Heritage
e.V”), directly subordinated to SS-Reichsfiihrer, Heinrich Himmler. After the invasion of Poland, the “Ahnenerbe”
organization was involved in, among other things, exporting works of art from central Poland. During the archival
research, one post-war document, prepared in 1946, was found, according to which 5 paintings from the general
manager’s apartment were transferred to the Museum in Grudzigdz for temporary storage (“preserved apartment
of Polish general manager”):

« Apotheosis; early 17th century;
« Horsemen’s fight; 17th century;
« Battle scene; 17th century;

o The evangelist St. Mark;

o Coronation (after Rubens)?'.

The lack of any other sources does not currently allow us to determine whether these works of art remained
in the Museum in Grudzigdz or were taken to another place.

On May 22, 1941, Meyer placed an order with the Buchstaben-Mensler company in Berlin to make inscriptions
for individual rooms in the museum, as well as signboards for individual departments for the upcoming exhibition

entitled “650 years of the city of Grudzigdz” (German: “650 Jahre Stadt Graudenz”)*. There were a total of 14 exhibi-
tion sections at that time (the “today’s castle” section was withdrawn):

 Prehistory (Vorgeschicte);

« 650 years of the city of Grudziadz (650 Jahre Stadt Graudenz);

» The period of the city’s foundation (Stadtgriindungzeit);

o The Teutonic castle in Grudziagdz (Ordensburg Graudenz);

o Handicraft (Handwerk);

o The time of the Teutonic Order and national struggle (Ordenszeit und Volkstumskampf);
o 19th century (19. Jahrhundert)

o Cultural life, trade, and industry (Kulturelles Lebe, Handel und Industrie);
20 years of Polish rule (20 Jahre Polenherrschaft);

o Grudziagdz in the future (Das Graudenz der Zukunft);

« Memorabilia of the old army (Den Andenken der Alten Armee);

o The former Grudzigdz garrison (Die alte garnison Graudenz);

o  War humor, then and now (Humer des Krieges, einst und jetzt);

o  West Prussian Humor (Westpreussischer Humor).

The official opening of the exhibition presenting 650 years of the history of Grudziadz took place on June 16, 1941.
The new exhibition was accompanied by an album created by Meyer, which included several photographs presenting
the most valuable museum collections™.

On November 22, 1941, two temporary exhibitions were opened: the previously mentioned exhibition about the life
of Hans Kyser and “the East German Artists at War” (“Ostdeutsche Kiinstler im Kriege”), where Herbert Wentscher
and Alexander Kolde exhibited their works. This exhibition, which presented watercolours and drawings from
the wars with Poland, France, the Soviet Union, and Greece, was open until October 4, 1942.

At the beginning of 1942, with Forster’s consent, 67 valuable objects were transferred to the museum from
the manor house in Golgbiewek (Klein Golmkau, currently Wielkie Trabki commune [pl. gmina], the Gdansk county,
Pomeranian Voivodeship), including furniture from the Baroque, Rococo, and Empire periods, two oil paintings,
products made of porcelain, wood and precious metals (Chinese and Japanese vases, two Buddha figures, a gold
award badge for wounds, a bronze statue on a pedestal)*. This transfer greatly enriched the exhibition, which, apart
from the furniture from the Prussian period and the former Courbiére Museum, previously located in the citadel
of the Grudziadz Fortress, contained no objects of this type.

The outbreak of war between the Third Reich and the Soviet Union in June 1941, despite the streak of successes
of the German troops in the initial phase of the conflict, caused the threat of air raids by enemy troops. Therefore it
was decided to secure the most valuable artefacts of the museum, archives, and private collections in the safety vault

The last exhibition in 1942, organized under the patronage of Gauleiter A. Forster, opened on October 27.
“The Lands of the Teutonic Order in the Eyes of Painters from Southern Germany” (German: “Stiddeutsche Maler
sehen das Ordensland”) had its premiere in Gdansk, and then was loaned to Grudzigdz*. During the exhihition,
among others, the works by Erich Mercer, Herman Mayerhofer, Stanislaw Chlebowski, Fritz Bayerlein, Bertold
Hellingrath, Alexander Kolde, and Herbert Wentscher were presented”. At the beginning of 1943, the museum was
enriched with a painting by Gustav Breuning (View from the Castle Hill on the city) as well as 10 watercolour paint-
ings and 6 drawings, presented at the temporary exhibition “Otto Herdemertens’, and purchased by the culture
department of the Grudzigdz Town Hall*.

Due to the lack of archival sources, it is currently impossible to present the entire history of the museum in 1943.
The penultimate exhibition during the German occupation was organized on January 15-30, 1944. It featured
watercolour paintings and drawings by Helmut Ahrens®. The last one, initially presented in Gdansk — “The Lands
of the Order in the Eyes of the Painters of West Prussia” (“German: Westpreussische Maler sehen das Ordensland”),
was closed on May 7, 1944 It presented 131 oil paintings, watercolours, drawings and lithographs by the following
painters: Dannot, Lipczinski, Dittmann, Gebelein, Paetsch, Wentscher, Meseck, Ottenberg, Wildhagen, Chlebowski,
Manhold, Zeuner, Voelner, Ziesmer, Miiller, Schefller, Stapel, and Herdemartens®. Interestingly, most of them could
be purchased for a pre-agreed amount, and another part had already been sold and after the end of the exhibition,
selected works were to be delivered to the buyers. The most expensive works - oil paintings - cost 4,400 marks
(Chlebowski — Diinewald in Heldaheide, Paetsch - Blick auf Gollub, Schlosberg and Seelandschaft, Karthaus),
the cheapest one - a lithograph - 33 marks (Stapel — Das Boot, Aus Danzig).

In January 1944, the German authorities in Grudzigdz decided to evacuate the most valuable museum collections
to areas not covered by and not threatened by conflict with the Soviet army along with the approaching front.
This activity was entrusted to Meyer, who at that time held the rank of captain of the Wehrmacht command. In one
of the last letters preserved in the museum from the occupation period, director Meyer asks the school counsellor,
Schikorr, to immediately send a letter (not included in the documentation) to the headquarters in Gdansk regarding
the entrusted museum items®. The further course of the evacuation of the artefacts is unknown. H. B. Meyer himself,
in a post-war article about the history of the city and the Museum in Grudziagdz (Graudenz und sein Stadtmuseum),
devoted only one sentence to this topic, mentioning that after the incorporation of male staft into the Wehrmacht,
the institution was closed in the autumn of 1944,

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In the post-war history of the Museum in Grudzigdz, the issue of war losses resulting from the criminal activities
of the German country during the occupation was not the subject of comprehensive research. Certainly, after
the end of World War II, the then head of the facility, Jozef Blachnio, was obliged by the Ministry of Culture
to undertake actions regarding losses of museum collections from 1939-1945, resulting from the destruction due
to the war operations, looting or deportation (“evacuation”) in the face of the approaching Red Army. However,
almost no documents have survived or were not found during the archival research, describing the process of restor-
ing pre-war museum resources and possible notifications to the register of losses of individual artefacts. The archives
of the Museum in Grudziadz contains only one undated document (probably from 1948), signed by J. Btachnio, with
a list of ethnographic losses, but only those included in the inventory from the period of the Second Polish Republic'.

The main problem is the lack of documentation regarding the exportation of museum collections, which had to
be prepared by the then director, Hans B. Meyer. As in the case of other museums, e.g. in Gdansk, appropriate lists
of “evacuated” artefacts were certainly prepared and packed into boxes, waiting for exportation. On October 12, 1944,
the director of the City Museum in Gdansk received a letter signed by the Reich Minister for Science, Upbringing
and Education (German: Reichsminister fur Wissenschaft, Erziehung und Volksbildung - REM), regarding
the guidelines for waging total war in the terms of museums and castles®. According to the letter, almost all museums
and castles should be closed until further notice and the male staft should be enlisted in the army. The letter was sent
to all managers and directors of museums in the Third Reich. However, the transportation plans for the most valuable
museum objects to a safe place were prepared much earlier. Only two very short reporting documents have survived
in the collections of the Museum in Grudzigdz, concerning preparations for the “evacuation” of museum objects.
The first of them, dated January 26, 1944 and addressed to the school counsellor (Schulrat) Schikorr, signed
by the captain of the Wehrmacht commandant, who also served as the director of the Museum - H. B. Meyer, informs:

[...] Following today’s agreement over the telephone, I am sending an attached draft letter regar-
ding the provision of a room in the fortress. I request once again that a letter regarding further
museum items entrusted to the staff is sent as soon as possible. [Stellv. Gen.Kdo.XX.A.K. Danzig
- deputy commander of the XX Corps] in Gdansk [...]°.

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The next letter, dated February 11, 1944, only included an expression of gratitude for two photos of Grudziagdz
sent to the headquarters of Stellvertretende Generalkommando XX Armeekorps (District Command
of the XX Army Corps). These are the only known German documents regarding the evacuation of museum collec-
tions from Grudziadz.

Most likely, at the same time as the museum objects, the city’s most valuable archives, located in the Municipal
Archives, were taken away. Before the outbreak of the war, this institution was moved from the museum’ head-
quarters at the current ul. Legionéw to the town hall, from where in 1941 its collections were transferred
to the Department of Culture (Kulturamt) at ul. Mlynska 12. In the collections of the Bundesarchiv in Berlin, only
a document from 1944 was found with a list of archival institutions subject to “evacuation”, which also includes
Grudziadz. According to it, the deposit of the Municipal Archives in Bydgoszcz, Malbork, and Grudziadz was to
be taken to the mine in Grasleben near Helmstedt, where the Germans were transporting the most valuable works
of art and treasures in the face of the approaching defeat of the lost war*. As in the case of the museum, the documents
stolen and taken away from the Archives in Grudzigdz in 1944 have not been found yet®.

The museum building did not suffer much damage during the Battle of Grudziadz fought between German troops
and the Red Army, which took place from January to March 1945. During that time, the interior of the building was
plundered and all the windows were broken. About the situation of the museum after the capitulation of the German
garrison on March 6, 1945, in a report prepared on December 20, 1945, we can read the following:

[...] When the war ended in March 1945, the Municipal Museum still had numerous collec-
tions that the German occupier had not managed to take away, but the several days of post-war
chaos were enough for civilians to plunder the museum building. Moreover, the museum, as one
of the few surviving buildings, became an accommodation point for the entering [Soviet] soldiers,
so all the wardrobes, display cases and objects were removed from the rooms and crowded into
the hall... In April, after the army left the building, the city authorities secured the building, appo-
inting a permanent janitor, and the first employees of the Department of Culture and Art (Polish:
Referat Kultury i Sztuki) headed by the government delegate - Wieden, started working inside
the museum. At that time, it was quite common to see young people playing with various items
from the museum. Almost all the exhibits and collections were scattered among garbage and dirt
on the ground. Among the collected exhibits, a separate item was a box with silver and copper
coins and a silver commemorative bowl from 1865. [...] After cleaning and roughly removing straw
and garbage, the files and documents were reviewed [...]. During this work, over 80 exhibits from
the Stone Age, 165 coins and numerous historical documents have been found. In total, the Museum
has over 1,000 objects and 1,600 coins [...]°.

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The above description shows that approximately 4,800 museum objects, excluding numismatics, were lost during
the war, which constitutes almost 83% of the pre-war value! It is difficult to determine what part of them was stolen
by Soviet soldiers, plundered by looters, or destroyed for other reasons (e.g. obtaining firewood). On May 22, 1945,
the function of museum curator was entrusted to Jézef Blachnio, the pre-war secretary of the Polish Tourist Society
in Grudziadz’. The report prepared by him in January 1946 shows that, thanks to the organization of the pre-war
collection and post-war acquisitions, the museum’s resources increased significantly and amounted to 3,798 exhibits®.
In another article published by J. Btachnio, a different number of surviving exhibits was given - 3,004, including coins
and medals in a total amount of 1,804°.

The first two temporary exhibitions were opened at the end of 1945 (“Grudziadz Artists”, September-November;
“The Ashes Speak’, November 1945 — March 1946). On February 17, 1946, the exhibition of archaeological monu-
ments, guild art, and other memorabilia from Grudzigdz was officially opened™.

On December 16, 1949, the act of taking over the museum under the Management and Utilization of the Ministry
of Culture and Art was signed, and approved six days later at the plenary meeting of the Municipal National Council"'.
As a result of this change, the manager, J. Blachnio, was obliged to establish a main inventory of museum objects,
because, as the letter stated “there is no proper inventory”'2. Individual departments had their own files, however,
the report from the third quarter of 1947 reveals that a departmental system was introduced and monuments were
marked with different coloured tags'®. And this is where the big discrepancies begin. The museum inventory from
the period of the Second Polish Republic, described as lost at the end of World War II, was found by a museum
employee about 10 years ago. While analysing the inventory, further entries of monuments handwritten by J. Bfachnio
in the years 1946-1947 came as a big surprise'®. As for the missing inventory from the Prussian period, it was believed
for several dozen years that it was destroyed or taken away by the Germans during the years of German occupa-
tion. This basic source for researching war losses, or at least its first part, survived the war, much to the surprise
of researchers.

In the footnote of a scientific article written by J. Btachnio and describing the collections of the numismatic depart-
ment from 1961, among other preserved catalogues and archives, we can find information about the inventory

of museum objects from 1884-1886 established in April 1884 (“Katalog des Graudenzer Stadt Museum”)**. There is
a great probability that this book is in private hands, perhaps without the knowledge of its contemporary owners.

The issue of the most valuable artefacts, hidden by the German occupier in 1942, also causes a lot of controversy.
The list preserved in the museum’s collection shows that the monuments were placed and sealed in a safety
vault located in the basement of the town hall (kellergeschoss). The safety vault was discovered not earlier than
on September 21, 1948. It was opened by a locksmith Franciszek Piérkowski'é, in the presence of Jézef Blachnio
and a local historian and social activist, Adam Wolnikowski (1915-1990). After the death of A. Wolnikowski,
the pre-war inventory of the Archives in Grudzigdz (at that time the archives were located in Grudziagdz) was
found in his collection and transferred to the collections of the State Archives in Torun. A handwritten annotation
on the second page of the volume explains that the book was found in 1948: “Former Inventory of the municipal
archives in Grudzigdz as a basis for the recovery of historical documents, discovered in the safety vault in 1948”".
On one of the last pages we find an annotation written on a typewriter after 1948: “Adam Wolnikowski (Grudziadz)
Regesta Archives of the City of Grudziagdz until 1772 (List of historical documents in chronological order with a short
record of their content and the place of storage)”. Until around 1990, the book was considered destroyed or lost.

From the preserved delivery and acceptance report from 1942, we learn that some of the exhibits placed in the safe
were the property of the City Archives (letter A) or part of a transferred deposit (Leihgabe):

Today, I have locked the above-mentioned items No. 1-34 in a safety vault in the basement of the town hall.

Grudziadz, July 14, 1942.
A. Lewert
City official'®.

Despite an extensive search, it has not been possible to find the delivery and acceptance report that was drawn
up after the safety vault was opened'®. We only learn about the event from the local press and academic articles,
but the descriptions are very vague and sketchy”. Certainly, other items were added to the safety vault at a later date,
as evidenced by an article in a local newspaper in 1948, which listed, among other relics, 20 items of Chinese and
Japanese porcelain, two old bronze statues depicting Tibetan goddesses, and 17 items from New Guinea*'. According
to the custodian’s account, the most valuable items were missing from the safety vault (including gold coins, gold
jewellery from Komorsk)*. Only one reporting document for the third quarter of 1948 provides us with informa-
tion about the items found in the safety vault: 39 artefacts (Chinese porcelain and exotic wares from New Guinea),

- mostly medieval, 65 medals and tokens from the fifteenth to the nineteenth century”. Two years earlier, a press
article was published under the title “Who robbed the Municipal Museum in Grudzigdz”, which concluded:

[...] In view of the above explanations, there is no doubt as to who finally took care of this Roman
jewellery, US dollars, and valuable coins. Perhaps Forster himself took an interest in this invaluable
collection, as he stayed more than once in Grudziadz [...]*.

In 1973, the first physical inventory in the museum’s history was carried out by newly recruited staff. The inventory
committee encountered many difficulties in its work, due to, among other things, inadequate maintenance of the old
inventory books. Moreover, due to the death of J. Blachnio in 1968, it was impossible to obtain any information about
the objects lost between 1947 and 1965%.

According to preserved archival sources, the action of determining the war losses of the Grudzigdz museum was not
undertaken until after 1949, i.e. after the institution was taken over by the Ministry of Culture and Art. However, this
search was not properly conducted and was most likely limited to a numerical listing of lost artefacts. A detailed table
of losses from 1950 states that the following objects were lost or destroyed from the Museum in Grudzigdz:

« 7 sculptures;

o 7 paintings (1 old, 6 German);

e 1 print;

o 5 pieces of furniture;

o 23 ceramic objects;

» 9 gold objects;

e 1 precision instrument;

e 3,000 numismatic items;

2 military items;

o 13 historical memorabilia;

o 23 ethnographic objects;

« 20 boxes of exotic objects [butterflies, insects?];
« 125 prehistoric archaeological objects;

« 1 item from the miscellaneous category®.

An archive query has not been able to establish where the Grudziagdz collections were eventually taken, after they
were transported by Wehrmacht troops to Gdansk. Meyer’s close cooperation with Drost, who served as director
of the Gdansk Museum, may suggest that the local artefacts shared the fate of the Gdansk ones. The prehis-
toric collections of the Gdansk museum, according to the press release, were packed into crates and taken to the

The first post-war years are marked by a great deal of ambiguity and omissions,
e.g. the current inventory does not include a sculpture with a hunting theme (left side) and a painting placed
on the cabinet next to it - depicting Kaphan, the president of the Antiquities Society after Anger’s death in 1911.
The painting was initially categorised by museum staff as a war loss, but analysis of the museum’s post-war photographs
has led to the conclusion that it should be placed in the post-war loss category. MG, inv. no. MG/IK/630 g.
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“Przyjazi” estate near Zukowo in the Kartuzy County. Some of the collection was destroyed and damaged by warfare,
yet 45 more or less damaged crates survived”. Rev. Dr Wladystaw Lega had a similar opinion on the fate
of the archaeological objects transferred to Gdansk in 1941, considering the artefacts as lost. With regard
to the artefacts taken away in 1944, the pre-war curator had no knowledge of what happened to them after they were
transported to the Grudziadz citadel®. Many artefacts from the museum institutions in Gdansk were also taken to
other nearby estates, such as Rzucewo, Stegna, Rusocin near Pruszcz, Pregowo, Zelistawki, Sobowidz, and Orlinki.
As the war front approached, in autumn 1944 it was decided to transport the more valuable exhibits to Halle and
Gotha in Thuringia, primarily to Reinhardsbrunn Castle, owned by Duke Carl Eduard von Sachsen-Coburg-Gotha®.
A considerable part of the non-exported antiquities was destroyed as a result of warfare, especially the bombing
of Gdansk. On the other hand, after the Russians occupied Pomerania, the vast majority of the preserved relics were
taken to the Soviet Union (a total of 21 towns in and around the Gdansk district were plundered).

In case of Grudzigdz, only one document was found during the query that sheds light on the subject of the archae-
ological collection. In a list given by a German informant in 1946 (was it Drost?), Grudziadz appears at two items:

“13. Grudziadz, the treasury of the Savings Bank: prehistoric collection of precious metal from
the Grudzigdz museum.
14. Grudziadz, Town Hall cellar, safety vault: gold treasure from Rondsen™".

The next revised inventory states that these artefacts were stored in Elblag, not in Grudziagdz, and they were burnt,
as were the Elblag artefacts stored at the Savings Bank — paintings and valuables.

The response of Deutsches Historisches Museum in Berlin (former Zeughaus) to an enquiry about war losses is
unclear and puzzling. The head of the library, who deals with the war losses of the Berlin collection, believes based
on his research and sources that it is most likely that the Grudziagdz objects are now in Russia. In two stages, in June
1943 and February 1944, the Berlin arsenal moved artworks and part of the library from Berlin to the Grudziagdz
fortress. The objects stayed there until November 1944. With the advance of the Red Army in November 1944,
the objects were loaded into a total of seven railway wagons. The seven wagons were to be transported to
Golzow (Mark) and Gebersdorf (Dahme) near Berlin. However, only two wagons reached their final destination
and the remaining five were seized by the Russians in 1945 and sent to Moscow™.

The scarcity of surviving archival sources regarding the lists of artefacts taken away by the Germans and the reluc-
tance of attempts to establish their post-war fate make it impossible to answer basic questions posed by the war
losses project: where were they taken, did they survive the turmoil of war, and if so, where are they now? Unless
further sources on the subject are uncovered, the most likely theory is that they were physically destroyed in 1945
or deported to the Soviet Union, where they are still stored.

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Another problem that hinders research work on the subject is the lack of many archival sources that survived after
1945 and were lost between 1947 and 1965. Among the most valuable is the main museum catalogue from 1884.
In 2008, the Museum in Grudzigdz acquired three inventory books of numismatic objects, together with a collection
of pencil tracings of some of the exhibits. Only after a careful analysis of the press articles from the 1960s, it can be
deduced that they were in the Museum in Grudziadz at that time, however, without inventory numbers enabling their
tull identification™.

In 2023, the museum staff, Malgorzata Kurzynska, Dawid Schoenwald, Pawel Urbanowski, and Stawomir
Kwiatkowski, conducted an extensive archival search in Polish and German institutions, which, apart from isolated
cases, did not yield the expected results. No documents concerning the deportation of the exhibits in 1945 were found
in the collections of the Geheimes Staatsarchiv Preussischer Kulturbesitz (Berlin - Dahlem, hereinafter GStA)
and the Bundesarchiv (Berlin - Lichterfelde). In Polish institutions (Archives of Modern Records in Warsaw, State
Archives in Bydgoszcz, State Archives in Gdansk, State Archives in Poznan, Archaeological Museum in Gdansk,
National Museum in Gdansk), on the other hand, only single, incomplete pieces of information have been found,
which in principle have not contributed much to the study of war losses. In the State Archives in Torun, three items
relating to the Antiquities Society in Grudziadz from 1899-1910 (1941) have been preserved, two of which (books
of correspondence) sometimes provide the inventory numbers of individual artefacts*.

More information is provided by queries carried out by M. Kurzynska, the head of the Archaeology Department.
The research carried out in the collections of the Archaeological Museum in Gdansk consisted in identifying archae-
ological artefacts from the pre-war collections of the Municipal Museum in Grudzigdz, which in unexplained cir-
cumstances were transferred after World War II to the Archaeological Museum in Poznan (1951), and from there
in 1953 were transferred as a deposit to the Archaeological Museum in Gdansk. As a result of the search carried out,
it was determined that the following artefacts should not be treated as war losses:

o a brooch and fragments of two vessels from Parsk, Grudzigdz municipality (inv. nos 3816-3818 from
the Municipal Museum in Grudziadz);

o relics from the early medieval cemetery in Gruczno (out of the collection of 28 objects), 2 glass-bead nec-
klaces have been preserved (inv. nos 3325, 3348); a knife scabbard fitting (3368), a ring (inv. no. 3345),
and two bronze fittings;

« a collection from Rzadz (out of the collection of over 2,700 objects), in the Archaeological Museum
in Gdansk, 30 objects (brooches, pendants, glass necklaces, bracelets) have been preserved.

It has been established that the artefacts from the early medieval cemetery in Kaldus does not come from the col-
lection of the Museum in Grudzigdz (based on the research of the conservator C. Florkowski), but from the former
collection of the Museum of West Prussia in Gdansk, based on the research conducted by Paul Kumm.

In the course of the search, it was also established that some of the artefacts from the Poznan transfer ended up
in the Malbork Castle Museum - Division in Kwidzyn (e.g. glass beads from Rzadz and a pendant from one

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of the burnt offering graves from this cemetery). It was also determined that the Malbork Castle Museum, Division
in Kwidzyn, holds two amphorae of the funnelbeaker culture from Malankowo, Stolno commune (based on research
in 1938), which were previously considered a war loss.

In the course of a search at the L. Wyczétkowski Museum in Bydgoszcz, it was established that a part of a treasure
of early medieval ornaments and coins from Uscie (now Kaldus-Uscie), found in 1872 and in the collection of the
Municipal Museum in Grudziadz (inv. nos 2533-36, 3744), after World War II in unexplained circumstances ended
up in the hands of a private collector, S. Niewitecki At the end of the 1960s, the collector’s wife sold the treasure
(41.5 g of coins and 6.7 g of ornaments) to the District Museum in Bydgoszcz, so the treasure from Uscie only partly
can be considered a war loss.
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SOURCES FOR THE STUDY OF WAR LOSSES

The lack of museum inventories from the German period (volume I from 1884-1886, volume II from 1887-
1920?) makes it impossible to fully reconstruct the pre-war collections of the Museum in Grudzigdz. The version
of the inventory translated from German, drawn up during the Second Republic of Poland, has not survived, or has
not yet been found.

Over the course of several decades (1883-1939) a few museum guides were published in print (1899, 1908, 1912,
1924), as well as many press articles devoted to the institution’s most important collections and exhibitions were
published in the press. The information contained in them is duplicated, showing only the most valuable individual
artefacts, so that they cannot be a valuable source in the study of war losses.

On the basis of the surviving sources, we can consider the problem of losses through the prism of individual
departments. From the beginning of the museum’s existence until 1939, archaeological artefacts played a key role
in the institution and for this reason most sources have survived in the form of photographs, descriptions and colour
panels of the most valuable artefacts. The situation is somewhat worse with regard to ethnographic, military, archival,
iconographic, library, and artistic collections (crafts, paintings, furniture). Apart from the most valuable artefacts,
at present we can only reconstruct these collections on the basis of photographs and a few, sometimes very laconic,
records. This problem arises particularly in the case of acquisitions from the Second Republic. On many occasions,
Rev. Lega describes the artefacts in a way that makes them impossible to identify today (e.g. inv. no. 5476 - “fossils”,
5492 - “more recent coins, miscellaneous”, 5664 — “former telescope”)*. Objects included in this inventory are very
difficult to identity. This is only possible by analysing the individual item, which should have an inventory number on
it. In the case of iconographic and archival objects that were in the museum’ possession during the Prussian-German
period, they carry no inventory numbers, except for those inscribed during the German occupation and after 1945%.
Instead of inventory numbers, handwritten descriptions of the person or place that the objects depicted were given
on the call slips.

The problem of determining war losses in the field of numismatics can be presented more broadly. Objects of this
type received considerable attention during the period of the Antiquities Society, which was initiated by Prof.
Dr Ignatz Praetorius. The research undertaken a few years ago in the field of artefacts lost during the Second World
War with regard to collections of coins, medals, and paper money became possible thanks to three inventories
of coins and medals from 1901-1920 and a set of pencil prints recovered in 2008.

The primary and most important sources are the aforementioned catalogues. Some supplementation of the data
obtained from their analysis is provided by the pencil prints, the historical value of which is considerable. However,
when it comes to scientific significance, including the study of war losses, their significance is already smaller.
This is influenced by their nature - they are not accurate photographs, which in the case of exhibits of a numismatic
nature, i.e. objects of small and sometimes even very small size (coins), makes it impossible to accurately identify
and determine a war loss — compared to the surviving pieces. In view of the multiplicity of certain types of coins
constituting the then and now collections of the Grudzigdz museum, the demonstration of losses in the field

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of coins minted from silver and less valuable metals (copper, etc.) is a laborious task, and to a large extent unfeasi-
ble. Numismatic exhibits were not signed with any numbers until the end of the Second World War. The matter is
further complicated by entries in contemporary inventories, which classify all (hon. men. - P.N.) objects donated,
transferred, or purchased until approximately the mid-1970s (sic!) and being a part of the collection of the current
Rev. Dr W. £¢ga Museum in Grudziadz as “former museum collections”. This category therefore includes objects from
the following periods of the institution’s operation:

« until 1920 (collection of the Prussian-German Antiquities Society);

o the period 1921-1939 (collections acquired during the inter-war period after the establishment
of the Municipal Museum, the Polish institution);

«  World War II period (collections acquired during the occupation);

o post-war years — until the 1970s. (collections of the reconstituted museum).

Altogether, this period includes more than 90 years (hon. men. - PN.) of functioning and expanding of the collec-
tions. More than 4,800 coins, medals, and banknotes are included in the so-called “old collection”.

The possibility of determining war losses in the field of coins minted from gold and medallic art products is much
greater. In the case of the first mentioned group, i.e. gold numismatic items, due to their uniqueness and the fact that
no piece is preserved in contemporary collections, it is possible — at the present stage of research - to determine all
of them as war losses”. On the other hand, it was a difficult task to identify the precise number and types of gold
coins owned by the museum until 1939. In the inventory separated in 1901 and maintained in the following years,
that groups the collections of a purely numismatic character, 22 pieces of gold coins®® are indicated in Volumes I
and II*°, constituting the basic catalogue. In Volume III, which is an index of the exhibits included in the previous
books, with the exception of the paper money collections (including money substitutes), 20 numismatic minted gold
coins are listed. However, due to the lack of additional information (e.g. on deletion from the collection), all 22 gold
coins must be considered war losses. At the time of the publication of this study (2024), the Grudzigdz museum did
not possess a single numismatic coin made of this precious metal.

The second group of objects for which it was possible, after laborious and time-consuming verification, to estab-
lish war losses was the collection of medals. It was significant and consisted of more than 400 pieces. Today, many
of them are missing from the collection. The identification and recognition of specific objects as losses is in large part
possible due to the uniqueness of many medals. More difficulties are posed by certain types of artefacts, which, due
to their considerable commonness and the trends in medal-making at the time, entered the museum collection in
large numbers. These include medals of the German states (and later of the Empire as a whole) relating to reigning
kings and emperors, or anniversaries related to the victories of the anti-French coalitions during the Napoleonic
wars in the early 19th century. In these cases, it is necessary to be more cautious in determining losses, which is why
the catalogue at the end of this publication showing specific items is limited to those for which possible doubt has
been minimised. However, as in the case of other types of numismatic collections, as well as historical, ethnographic,
etc., it may turn out in the future that some of the objects mentioned survived the Second World War but did not
(again) - for various reasons — become a part of the museum collection.

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The most important archival sources for the study of war losses are presented below. They are currently housed in two
institutions — the Rev. Dr W. Lega Museum in Grudziadz and the State Archives in Torun:

THEREV. DR W. £tEGA MUSEUM IN GRUDZIADZ

1. The Minutes Book of the Antiquities Society in Grudziadz, 1883-1899 (Protokoll-Buch der Graudenzer
Altertums-Gesellschaft von 1883 - 7 April 1899), inv. no. MG/AR/26.

A book bound in cardboard measuring 34 x 21 cm comprising 127 inscribed pages. It contains all the reports
from the meetings of the Antiquities Society, handwritten, as well as numerous cuttings from the press, mainly
the local “Der Gesellige”, which contained articles on the meetings, descriptions of historical events regarding
Grudziadz and the surrounding area, as well as lists of the most interesting newly acquired artefacts, mostly
in the field of archaeology and numismatics. It is difficult to identify individual artefacts on the basis of these,
as their inventory numbers were not given and the entries concerned the name, date and possibly the donor.

2. The Minutes Book of the Antiquities Society in Grudzigdz, 1899-1908 (Graudenzer Altertums-Gesellschaft
Protokollbuch II von Ostern 1899 - 30 Oktober 1908), inv. no. MG/AR/25.

A book with a cardboard cover, bound in fine leather, measuring 23 x 35.5 cm, comprising 172 inscribed pages.
Its content is analogous to this of the Minute Book of 1883-1899.

3. Correspondence addressed to the President of the Antiquities Society, Dr S. Anger, 1906. (From January 1,
1906 to ?), inv. no. MG/AR/11.

Cardboard folder, stapled, measuring 22 x 36.5 cm. It contains correspondence conducted with various state
and private entities (magistrate, museums in Germany, companies, factories, individuals) as well as articles
on scientific topics and catalogues of companies (e.g. those producing safes and caskets for numismatics).
It contains, to a small extent, data on museum artefacts in the fields of archaeology, ethnography and numismat-
ics. At the end of the folder, there is a plan of the museum exhibition, loosely inserted, including the captions
of the various displays in the exhibition arranged in 1940.

4. 'The correspondence of the Antiquities Society in Grudziadz, 1889-1892. (the cover without the title, the now torn
inscription “Altertums-Gesellschaft 1889-1892” has been attached with a string to the cover) inv. no. MG/AR/12.

Cardboard folder, stapled, measuring 24.3 x 35.3 cm. Its contents are analogous to item MG/AR/11.

5. The correspondence of the Antiquities Society in Grudziadz, 1883-1888. (the cover without the title),
inv. no. MG/AR/13.

Cardboard folder, stapled, measuring 25 x 36.5 cm. Its contents are analogous to item MG/AR/11 and MG/AR/12.

6. The numismatic inventory of the Museum in Grudziadz - the Antiquities Society, 1901, vol. I (Alterthums-
Gesellschaft Graudenz, 1901, [Vol.] I, MG, inv. no. MG/AR/1180-1).

A book with cardboard cover, bound in fine faux leather, measuring 35.7 x 22.4 cm. It contains 96 numbered
and 4 unnumbered pages. Volume I of the numismatic inventory contains catalogued coins and medals.
The objects entered the museum collection through donations and purchases dating from the beginning
of the Antiquities Society until 1920. A separate inventory for the numismatic collection, created

in March/April 1901, was continuously supplemented in subsequent years. Initially, an attempt was made
to maintain the accepted alphabetical arrangement, i.e. the categorisation of coins according to their country
of issue. However, over time, due to new additions, coins were added on the last free pages.

An inconsistency is apparent in the individual catalogue entries, although an attempt was made to maintain a cer-
tain canon of their form. Unfortunately, the entries, which can be considered complete in the approach adopted
at the time, are only part of the inventory. In addition, various errors, such as duplication of entries, are present
on the pages of the catalogue.

The numismatic inventory of the Museum in Grudziadz - the Antiquities Society, 1903, vol. I (Alterthums-
Gesellschaft Graudenz, 1903, [Vol.] II, MG, inv. no. MG/AR/1180-2).

A book with cardboard cover, bound in fine artificial leather, measuring 35.6 x 22.4 cm. It contains 192 numbered
and 2 unnumbered pages. The second volume of the inventory of numismatic items owned by the Antiquities
Society was established in July 1903. It is twice as large as Volume I, while the general arrangement is very
similar. In Volume II, again, an attempt was made to keep to the alphabetical order (issuer - state/ruler) of the
exhibits, which was, however, somewhat disrupted over time. In addition to coins, this part of the catalogue
includes entries for medals and tokens (including jetons/tokens — over 250 inventory numbers in total) and paper
money and securities (only a few items). Both the first and second volumes of the inventory were set up by Prof.
Dr Ignatz Praetorius, a member of the Antiquities Society, who was the keeper of the numismatic collection.
He also initially kept the books. His entries date back to 1908, the year when the professor died in October.

The numismatic inventory of the Museum in Grudziagdz - the Antiquities Society, 1915, vol. III
(Miinzensammlung vor Altertums und Museumgesellschaft* zu Graudenz. Stand am 1.1.1915, [Vol.] III,
MG, inv.no. MG/AR/1180-3).

A book with a cardboard cover, bound in fine artificial leather, with smaller than the other volumes dimensions
of 32.4 x 20.9 cm. It contains 192 numbered and 4 unnumbered pages. Volume III of the inventory is mostly
an index of numismatic objects that were in the collections of the Antiquities Society. Initially, when creating
the book, shortened entries were made covering the state of the exhibits as of January 1, 1915 - coins in the first
part, and then medals. Subsequent entries were then made until the turn of 1919 and 1920.

The last pages of the inventory consist of a list of banknotes and substitute paper money, including vouchers
intended for internal circulation in prisoner-of-war camps from the Great War.

The last, third volume of the inventory was created — and probably maintained until the end - by Prof. Dr Friedrich
Bredau.

Pencil prints of coins, medals and tokens images, MG, inv. no. MG/AR/1181.

An important archival legacy left after the museum and scientific activities of the Grudziadz Alterthums-
Gesellschaft is a collection of 588 images of coins, medals and jetons. They were made using the pencil print tech-
nique. They are in the form of paper sheets in a format similar to A5, i.e. approx. 21.0 x 14.8 cm, on which cards
with prepared impressions of coins have been pasted. Most of the images concern exhibits, i.e. objects included
in museum collections. Each of them is most often marked with the item number under which a given object

was recorded in the numismatic catalogue** and an indication of the date. Individual coins images also have short
descriptions of the obverse and reverse sides.

The historical value of the collection of pencil prints is considerable. However, in terms of their scientific signifi-
cance, including for the study of war losses, it is of lower value.

[The manuscript concerning the collection of coins of the Antiquities Society in Grudziadz], MG, inv. no.
MG/AR/513.

In addition to the group of several hundred pencil prints indicated above, the collection of the Grudzigdz museum
also includes a handwritten collection of 141 cards. It was created in the first decade of the 20th century. It contains
notes written by Prof Dr Praetorius, documenting the subsequent years of activity of the “numismatic section”
of the Antiquities Society. This is mainly information about new acquisitions, including their short description
and details of donors. Most of the preserved group of sources consists of cards in a format similar to A5 with
further images of coins and medals, made in the form of pencil tracings®. Some of them (together with preserved
notes) document the development of the numismatic collection. However, many of the pencil representations
of coins refer to objects that have never been included in museum collections. Preserved notes mentioning spe-
cific people by name, probably indicate their owners. In this case, the prints and notes should be treated as doc-
umentation of meetings between members and supporters of the Antiquities Society, who were, at least in part,
private collectors of numismatics themselves, and during the meetings they exchanged their comments, experi-
ences and, above all, presented their own collections. Among the reproductions of coins, there are many objects
minted from gold, which were issued in the 16th-19th centuries. So, already at the beginning of the 20th century,
in many cases these coins were valuable and of great historical importance.

In addition to the information indicated above, the collection also contains working notes. Some of them doc-
ument, among others: the quantitative status of the collection divided by country - issuer, the number of gold
coins* or a list of donors of exhibits along with the number of donated items.

The Inventory of the Municipal Museum in Grudzigdz, 1923-1947 (MG, no inv. no., Katalog III [eng:
Catalogue], from 1923).

The inventory book has a cardboard cover, measuring 22 x 34 cm, the spine is bound with brown fabric. The cover
is coated with black leather-like material. It has 38 numbered pages. The entire book is handwritten in black ink
(there are secondary highlights and notes in red and blue). On the third page, there is a handwritten inscription
“City Museum in Grudziadz”. Entries of the collection inventory start on page 5 in a column form with a legend
on each page: “Nr./Przedmiot/Miejsce/Depozytor” (No./Item/Site/Depositor). The site means the location of the
found items or the place of residence of the person who donated the gift to the museum (depositor). Many entries
under the depositor headline contain the signature of W. Lega, who conducted active archaeological research.
Inventory entries start from the year 1923, with the consecutive inventory number 5370 (small striped flint axe,
polished, Wabcz, Chelmno County, Jasniewski from Grudzigdz.), until the year 1939. The last number from
the period of the Second Polish Republic is 5831 (several contemporary coins, Grudziadz). The vast majority
of exhibits are archaeological, ethnographic, entomological, and numismatic items.

Cards marked with Roman numerals from XVII to XXXXVI,
authored by C. Florkowski, a member of the Antiquities Society in Grudziadz (Altertums-Gesellschaft), a con-
servator and painter. They present drawings of artefacts (184 full inventory numbers) found in the cemetery
1 in Rzadz. According to C. Florkowski, the artefacts presented on the cards came from unnumbered graves
and random finds generally described as Aus einer Brandgrube 22 November 1883, Einzelfunde 22 November
1883, and according to the current assessment, they represent artefacts discovered in the cemetery at the end
of 1881, before November 22, 1883 and exactly on that day, and from research conducted on April 2 and 5, 1884.
The cards were made in November and December 1884 (boards XVII-XXXXII) and in January 1885 (boards
XXXXIIT-XXXXVI).

Cards marked with Roman numerals from I to IX (some without numbers), authored
by C. Florkowski. They present drawings of monuments from research, among others, in Chelmno, Katdus, Bialy

Bor, Biala Gora. The cards were made in February 1886.
Photographic Album “Album Rondsen”, 1884-1888, inv. no. MG/A/536.

Photo album with 53 cards, dimensions 22.0 x 30.5 c¢m, in a brown cardboard cover, dimensions 24.3 x 31.9 cm.
Cards marked with Arabic numerals from 2 to 53 in the upper right corner, and later hand-drawn reference num-

bers of artefacts in black ink were introduced on some of the boards, author unknown.

The artefacts on the cards are presented in a manner similar to that adopted by S. Anger in the publication
devoted to the cemetery in Rzadz. It showed 542 artefacts, all of which appeared in S. Anger’s publication, and an
additional 150 new objects. The album also includes artefacts that were transferred to the collections of Museum
tiir Volkerkunde (MfV) in Berlin at the end of January 1890.

Rondsen Tafel, 1905 (?), no inventory number.

Archaeological boards — 85 (on cardboard with a decorative gold print, photographic prints in the collodion
technique and on cardboard, photographic prints in the gelatin-silver technique), dimensions 27 x 21 cm;
26x20/21 cm; 31/32 x 23.7 cm.

The boards illustrate grave inventories, arranged in separate fields, within which artefacts were attached to a card-
board base with metal wire. In this form, the monuments were presented in showcases in the exhibition rooms.
The boards are marked in the upper left part with the inscription RONDSEN, and in the lower right part there
is the inscription Tafel No 1, 3, 7, 9, 12-85 (on several boards the signature is placed in the lower left corner).
The boards do not include artefacts transferred to the collections of the Westpreuf3isches Provinzial-Museum
(WPM) in Gdansk and the Museum fiir Vélkerkunde (MfV) in Berlin. Originally there were 87 photographic

prints from glass plate negatives.

405 pink cardboard cards, measuring 20 x 12 cm, with text written on a typewriter, have been preserved

in the museum. 266 cards have the inscription “Alte(r) Museumsbestand” (A. Stm., Abg. Stm.), thus referring

to former museum collections. After a closer analysis of individual cards, it can be noticed that some of them

refer to artefacts acquired after 1939. Due to the lack of other sources, it is currently not possible to fully under-

stand H. B. Meyer’s new system of identifying objects. Individual numbers of relevant sections were written

in the upper right corner of the card, and the inventory numbers of individual artefacts were written

in the upper left corner.
